Applicants may attend only the classes which are suited to their Japanese language ability. 

It is possible to take more than one class, but make sure that there is no scheduling conflict with the 

classes in your department. 

From among the classes suited to your level, apply for the classes you wish to take based on the language 

skills you wish to improve. 

For classes in the Intermediate level, applicants need to take a placement test. Please check the 

bulletin board for detailed information.  

We will make student selections according to the information provided on the application form and 

the results of the placement test.  The results will be announced on the bulletin board at the 

International Center in the week following the placement test.  You may not be able to take some of 

the classes you opted to take, depending on your test results, etc. 

During the first week of each semester, there will be an advisory service for language class selection 

by the coordinator of the Japanese Language Courses (Professor Mariko MORI).  Please check the 

bulletin board for detailed information.  

For applicants who only wish to take a Kanji class, there is no need to take a placement test.  Please 

note that registration is, in principle, limited to one Kanji class per applicant.
