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Guidelines for Preparing your “List of Academic Achievements”

List of Academic Achievements

1) 
Use the attached form. If necessary, you may use more than one sheet.

2) 
From among the academic papers you have presented, books you have written, industrial properties you hold, and lectures you have given as a guest speaker, select the major ones and list them in reverse chronological order, with the latest first. Assign a serial number to each one for identification. If you wish to include unpublished papers, you may do so as long as they have been accepted for publication.
3) 
In case of academic papers for instance, fill in the paper’s title, author names, name of journal it has appeared in (whether or not the paper has gone through peer review), the journal’s volume, page numbers (start and end), and year of publication. The order of these items may differ, but you must include all of them.

4) 
If there is more than one author, only fill in the names of a few leading authors. Also include how many authors there are in total and in what numerical order (third, fifth, etc.) your name appears. Underline your name if it appears.
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
