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In this class, students will learn various conversational expressions by listening to model
conversations for day-to-day situations such as “making requests”, “offering apologies”, and
soon. Students will then practice conversing using the expressions learned.
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1. To be able to consciously choose appropriate expressions in various conversational settings.
2. To expand your vocabulary.
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Attendance, class participation, assignments, tests and short tests.
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This class consists of 2 class periods (3 hours) each week. You must attend both classes. If
you cannot attend one of the class periods, please consult with the coordinator of the Japanese
Language Courses.
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We will cover various sentence patterns in this class. Detailed explanations on the structures
of these patterns and their usages will be provided. Students will be given opportunities to
practice what they have learnt in class. Quizzes are given at the end of each lesson.
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To review and incorporate basic sentence patterns of the Japanese language.
To be able to distinguish look-alike structures and to be able to use them properly.
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Attendance, class participation, short tests, midterm exam and final exam (a written exam).
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This class and Intermediate I Grammar — Practice session (p.49) should be taken together.
If you cannot attend one of the classes, please consult with the coordinator of the Japanese
Language Courses. You are required to take final tests for both classes. We will cover
lessons 1 to 10 this semester.
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We will learn how to apply certain sentence patterns in practice. The class activities will
include short compositions, analyzing examples of students’ answers, and pair conversation

practice.
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To be able to write sentences by using basic sentence patterns.
To learn more sentence patterns and to be able to understand them in Japanese texts.
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Attendance, class participation, midterm exam and final exam (speech and conversation).
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This class and Intermediate I Grammar — Lecture session (p.48) should be taken together. If
you cannot attend one of the classes, please consult with the coordinator of the Japanese
Language Courses. You are required to take final tests for both classes.
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Intermediate I: Listening - No selection interview.
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This class will provide listening comprehension practice using a variety of
topics. Vocabulary building exercises will also be included.
You will receive a vocabulary list each week in class.

At the beginning of each class, we will start with a simple discussion of some current
topics.
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To be able to grasp the basic idea of news topics on radio and television in Japanese.
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* This class consists of 2 class periods. You can choose to attend one of the class periods or
both.
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« This semester will cover even-numbered lessons.
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Students will learn useful expressions through writing short sentences. Then, students will
practice summarizing long passages. Students will be given opportunities to write their
opinions about certain topics in proper Japanese each time in class.

You are recommended to bring a dictionary to class.
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To learn intermediate level expressions, to be able to use the expressions properly in various
situations, and to be able to accurately write one’s opinion in Japanese. These are to prepare
students for writing academic reports and theses in the near future.
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Attendance, class participation, assignments, and tests.
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No repeaters allowed.

This class consists of 2 class periods (3 hours) each week. You must attend both classes. If
you cannot attend one of the class periods, please consult with the coordinator of the Japanese
Language Courses.
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Intermediate I: Reading -No selection interview.
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* We will review and practice grammar and sentence structures learned at the elementary level.

* We will also review and practice the grammar needed to help prepare students for reading of
longer material.  Students will also answer questions and state their opinions regarding the
content covered.

* We will conduct readings of the main text and handouts to improve comprehension.
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To review basic grammar and vocabulary.
To be able to understand long sentences.
To get used to reading of text at the intermediate or higher level.
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Attendance class participation, quizzes and a final test.
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Study the new words for each lesson prior to each class.

This class consists of 2 class periods (3 hours) each week. You must attend both classes. If
you cannot attend one of the classes, please consult with the coordinator of the Japanese
Language Courses.
