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+ We will cover about one lesson each session.
+ We will focus on acquiring the skills needed to read passages written in a logical style.
« Students will learn to apply their reading skills and further their comprehension abilities.
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+ To master the reading of intermediate level text.

+ To be able to understand and utilize grammar points frequently encountered in intermediate
level material.
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Students will be evaluated based on attendance, class participation and a final written exam.
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Students must study the vocabulary for each lesson before coming to class.
Over the course of the semester, students who are found to have weaknesses in elementary
level Japanese are to review the necessary points on their own.
