(i) Building Human Relationship: Help with team formation for company creation by acquiring
management personnel from the private sector. In addition, maintain and expand an internal talent
pool for startups.

(i) Startup Incubation and Acceleration: Operate the startup incubation facilities and plan their
acceleration programs globally.

(iii) Build a Global Startup Network: Organize startup-related events in Japan and overseas (mainly Tokyo,
Asia, and the United States), and collaborate with the networks that related businesses provide.

(iv) Other tasks for the Innovation Platform Planning team related.

Due to the nature of the work, tasks assigned include business planning, domestic and overseas business
trips, collaboration with our university’s internal organizations and subsidiaries, and dealing with
government agencies, public institutions, and private companies.
