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1. Before Coming to Japan

Visa and Status of Residence

International researchers will need to apiply for a
Japanese visa. The type of visa necessary will depend
on the activity type and/or the length of stay.

The application for the visa should be made at the
Japanese Embassy/Consulate in the researcher's home
countrf/. It is recommended that a "Certificate of
Eligibility", issued by the Immigration Bureau of the
Ministry of Justice, be obtained for most visa
applications (excluding Temporary Visitor visas). The
Certificate has the advantage of speeding the completion
of immigration procedures. A hosting university or
company can apply for it as the applicant's proxy.

<The Status of Residence for Kyoto University International Researchers>

International researchers visiting Kyoto University
are usually able to enter and stay in Japan with one of
the following three status of residence types:
"Professor" "Cultural Activities" or "Temporar
Visitor". Once a research program has been decided,
please ask your host professor to begin the necessary
application process.

"Professor": receives a stipend, salary, or sufficient living
expenses from Kyoto University or from an
organization, university, or other education/research
institution within or outside Japan for the period of
their stay in Japan

"Cultural Activities": engages in academic/artistic
activities without salary. Receives a stipend from a
university or educational/research institution, or self-
supporting

"Temporary Visitor": visits Japan for a short-term, for
purposes such as attending a symposium

*A Certificate of Eligibility is not necessary for
those who will enter Japan on a "Temporary
Visitor" visa.

*There are many countries/regions with which Japan
has bilateral agreements which waive the need to
obtain a visa for a short-term stay. Please inquire
at the Japanese Embassy/Consulate in your home
country about this requirement.

Application for Income Tax Reduction/Exemption under Tax Treaties

Foreign nationals from countries which have
concluded income tax treaties with Japan may be able
to receive a reduction or exemption of their Japanese
taxes (e.g. income tax) for a certain period to avoid
double taxation. The application for the reduction/
exemption must be made after arriving in Japan.
Eligibility for such tax reductions are assessed
individually and depend on various conditions,
including type and amount of income, length of stay in
Japan, and status of residence.

Persons from the U.S.A., U.K., France, Australia, and
Germany (which have income tax treaties with Japan)
must obtain a certificate of residence in their own
country before coming to Japan in order to apply for
the reduction/exemption. (The list of countries to which
this applies may be expanded in the future if new
treaties are concluded.) Since it may take two or three
months to issue such a certificate of residence, please
ensure to allow sufficient time for your application.

2. Legal Procedures (A) -At the City/ Ward Office-

A Residence Card or one of the Japanese Health Insurance Cards are often requested for identification purposes
when opening a bank account and other matters in Japan. We strongly recommend that all international researchers

complete these procedures as soon as possible.

Please refer to the map for Kyoto City Ward Offices and Uji City Hall (p.54).

Resident Registration

All foreigners residing over three months in Japan
must register their place of residence at their local City/
Ward Office (within 14 days of moving-in).

*If you do not register within 90 days after arriving or
changing the address without a legitimate reason, your
status of residence may be cancelled.

Required Items
(D Passport
(2 Residence Card
(Not required if the card was not issued at an airport)

Obligation

All the foreign nationals except for those under 16
are obligated to carry their Residence Card with them
at all times.

Expiration Date of the Residence Card

The residence card will expire on the expiration date
of period of stay. For those under 16, the card will
expire on the expiration date of period of stay or their
16" birthday, whichever comes first. If their birthday
comes first, they need to renew the validity period of
the card before the expiration date.

The card will be renewed when an application for an
extension of the period of residence is granted by the
Immigration Bureau in the region.

Copy of the Certificate of Residence (Jumin-hyo)

This will be the proof of your residence. Your name,
date of birth, sex, address in Japan, nationality/region
and status of residence, etc. are written on the
certificate. To get a copy of the certificate, take your
passport or residence card to the local City/Ward Office
(also available by post), or to the Certificate Issuance
Corner (Kyoto), Administration Service Counter (Uji).
It will cost 300-350 yen for each.

<Change of Address>

International researchers who change the address
must complete the following procedures within 14 days
from the date of moving in.

If moving within Kyoto or Uji City

A "Notification of Change of Address" (Tenkyo
(Tennyu) Todoke) must be submitted together with your
passport, residence card, and My Number Card
(Individual Number Card) (if issued) to the local City/
Ward Office to register the new address.

If moving to Kyoto or Uji City from another city

(D A "Notification of Moving Out" (Tenshutsu Todoke)
must be submitted to the local City/Ward Office
where you are moving out. You will then be issued
with a "Change of Address Certificate" (Tenshutsu
Shomei-sho).

(2 The "Change of Address Certificate" must be
submitted together with your passport, residence
card, and a "Notification of Moving In (Tennyu
Todoke)" to the new local City/Ward Office.

My Number: Social Security and Tax Number System

Persons (including foreign residents) who have
registered their place of residence at their local City/
Ward Office will receive a notification card from the
office showing their individual social security and tax
number, known as "My Number." The number is used
to manage information efficiently for matters relating
to social security, tax, and disaster response. It is also
used to verify the personal information from various
periods relates to the same person and for other
administrative procedures and reference purposes.
Please be sure to keep your number securely, even after
leaving Japan.

Public Medical Insurance Policy

There are two types in Japan; one that is joined
through an employer, the other is the national health
insurance for those who are not employed.

<National Health Insurance>

Once enrolled a health insurance card will be issued.
The card must be shown whenever treatment is received
at a hospital or clinic. Card holders only need to pay
30% of medical expenses.

The annual premium is paid in ten (monthly)
installments from June to March. Calculation of the
annual premium is based on the applicant's previous
year's income in Japan.
*Once the insurance premium is set, it does not change no
matter how many times a policy holder receives medical
treatment during the year.

Insurance Card

Policy holders must present the insurance card at the
reception desk before receiving treatment. This
insurance is valid throughout Japan.

Receiving medical treatment without an
insurance card

People who forget to bring the card when receiving
medical treatment may pay the entire amount of the
bill. However, they can file for a reimbursement later by
taking the card, the receipt, statement and bankbook in
the name of the head of family to the City/Ward Office.
After processing the claim, the City/Ward Office will
reimburse 70% of the medical expenses.

Health Insurance Regulations

« It is against the law to lend, borrow, buy or sell the
health insurance card and such activities are subject
to punishment.

« If you change address, you must notify the new
City/Ward Office within 2 weeks. Also, if you are
moving into or out of Kyoto City, update your
insurance payments at the City/Ward Office of the
old address.

+ Expired health insurance cards cannot be used. Ask
the City/Ward Office to issue a new card.

+ Photocopied health insurance cards are not accepted.

« If policy holders enroll in employee's health
insurance, they must return their cards to the City/
Ward Office.

National Health Insurance cannot be used in the
following instances
« Normal pregnancy or childbirth
« Abortion for financial reasons
« Cosmetic surgery, yearly check-ups, vaccinations,
and orthodontic treatment
« Illness or injury caused by fighting or other willful
misconduct
+ Work-related illness or injury

High Cost Medical Fees (Kogaku-ryoyohi)

This scheme provides a refund for the portion of medical
expenses that exceeds the established limit for expenses
paid at the same medical institution in a single month.

<National Health Insurance Policy Holders>

Several months after the treatment, policy holders
living in Kyoto City will receive a notification of
eligibility for a refund from the city office. Please file
for a refund with this notification. Those who live in
Uji City will not receive it. Please file for a refund the
month following the month of the treatment.

You will need the receipts provided by the hospital/
clinic to apply for the refund, so make sure to keep the

receipts.

Alternatively, if the patients under 70 years of age are
hospitalized, and if they present a certificate issued by
their City/Word office showing the predetermined limit
for the portion of medical costs to be borne by the
patient (gendogaku tekiyo ninteisho), then they will
only be required to make a payment up to that limit.

The Premium for the Next Fiscal Year

[Important]

An Income Declaration Form (Shotoku Shinkokusho)
is sent to National Health Insurance (NHI) policy
holders living in Kyoto City, around March to determine
the premium for the next fiscal year. Please fill out the
form and send it back to the office by the deadline.
Residents of Uji city will not receive this form in the
mail, and are asked to go to the municipal tax division
of the city hall to fill it out when the time comes
(February to March every year). The premium for the
next year will not be calculated correctly otherwise.
Those who forget to complete this process, will have to
go to the City/Ward Office with their NHI card for
adjustment of the premium amount.

Details of the NHI are explained in "The National
Health Insurance Guidebook" in four languages
(Japanese/ English/ Chinese/ Korean). This brochure is
available from the City/Ward offices in Kyoto City, or
the International Service Office, Kyoto University.

Public Pension System

All people aged between 20 and 59 who are resident
in Japan, including foreign nationals holding a
residence card, are required to enroll in the public
pension system. The public pension system comprises
the National Pension System and the Employees’
Pension Insurance System.

Inquiries and application for the National Pension
System should be made at the City/Ward Office. Inquiries
and application for the Employees' Pension Insurance
System should be made via the general/personnel affairs
staff of the researcher's Department of affiliation.

In order to prevent people from paying pension
premiums in both their home country and Japan, and to
enable the periods of coverage made in both countries
to be totaled, the Ministry of Health, Labour and
Welfare is concluding social security agreements with
an increasing number of foreign countries. We
recommend that you check your own country's pension
system to confirm the correct procedure.

Notification of the Accepting Organization

Medium- to long-term residents with one of the
following types of status of residence: Professor,
Highly Skilled Professional (i) (c), Highly Skilled
Professional (ii) (c), Business Manager, Legal/

College Student, or Trainee.

Visa and Status of Residence for Family

Family members of researchers will need the status
of residence of "Dependent" in order to live with
researchers in Japan past the duration of the "Temporary
Visitor" visa of your country.

<In the case that the researcher is already in Japan>

You should first go to the immigration bureau in your
region to apply for a "Certificate of Eligibility" on
behalf of your family members.

Driver's License

In Japan, vehicles are driven on the left side of the
road. Drivers and passengers alike are required to wear
seat belts in cars and helmets on motorcycles. If found
to be driving under the influence of alcohol, the driver
will be severely punished. Car inspections are required.
The first inspection is 3 years after the purchase of a
new car, and then every 2 years thereafter. All vehicles
must be insured.

<International Driving Permit>

An International Driving Permit from a country
recognized under the "Geneva Convention" can be used
in Japan.

« Bicycles are ridden on the left side of the street in
general. It is permissible to ride on side walks if there
is a sign indicating that bicycles are allowed (Jitensha
Hodo Tsukoka).

<Bicycle Insurance>

In recent years, accidents caused by bicycles have
accounted for about 20% of traffic accidents. In such an
accident, bicycle users not only suffer injury but also
become perpetrators resulting in deaths and injuries of
victims. Also, they may be asked to pay a large amount
of compensation. From April 1, 2018, Kyoto Prefecture
urges all bicycle users to enroll in commercial insurance
or mutual aid insurance to pay any necessary damages
compensation in preparation for an accident. When your
children ride on a bicycle, it is necessary for parents to
have your children enrolled in the insurance. Bicycle
insurance compensates for damages in case of injury or
death to others while riding a bicycle or compensation
for medical expenses incurred in case of injury. If there
is any damage insurance already enrolled, please check
the compensation contents of that insurance. If personal
compensation liability compensation is not included,
please consider the personal compensation liability
which covers 100,000,000 yen for one accident at
maximum.

<Crime prevention registration>

Bicycle registration (bohan toroku) is required by
law. Bring identification and proof of address when
purchasing a bicycle. The cost of registration is ¥510.
Registration is valid for 10 years. Please make sure to
keep the receipt given by the shop. If the bicycle is
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registered in someone else's name, be sure to change
the registered name. If the bicycle is stolen, report to
the police with the bicycle registration receipt.

<Points to be aware of when parking bicycles>
Bicycles parked unlawfully on side walks cause great
inconvenience to pedestrians and drivers alike. Be sure
to park only in the designated areas.
Bicycles parked in bicycle prohibited zones such as
in front of stations, etc., will be removed in accordance
with Kyoto City regulations.

Road Restrictions

Roller skates, roller blades, inline skates, kickboards,
etc. are prohibited from use on roads that are shared
with cars, bicycles and/or pedestrians. Note also that
parks often have rules against their use.

<Safety Tips before Going Out or Going to Sleep>

» Lock doors and windows, turn off all electrical
switches, the gas and other souces of fire (such as
irons, kitchen stoves and heaters) as well as any
water faucets before going out or going to sleep.

<Lost or Stolen Property>

« Call 110 (police) in case of burglary.

» Regarding lost or stolen bankbooks and ATM/credit
cards, make a report immediately to the bank or card
company to prevent any unauthorized use. A report
should then be made to the police.

<Traffic Accidents>

« Call 110 (police) even if the damage seems slight.

« If there are any injured persons, call 119 (Fire
Department) and request an ambulance.

» Even if there is no external injury, be sure to get a
medical examination at a hospital as aftereffects may
appear later.

- Make a note of the other party's name, address,
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phone number, age, driver's license number, license
plate number, insurance company and insurance
policy number.

» Get the names, addresses, and phone numbers of
any witnesses.

<Precaution against Earthquakes and Typhoons>

+ Maintain a clear escape route.

+ Arrange the placement of furniture and bolt it down
to avoid being injured by falling objects in the event
of a sudden natural disaster during sleep.

« Have an emergency bag prepared, include food,
water, portable radio, flashlight, candles, matches,
medical kit etc.

* Find out the public evacuation site for the
neighborhood. Elementary schoolyards are often
used.

<Emergency Alerts>

+ Earthquake warnings

» Tsunami and extreme weather warnings (including
heavy rain, heavy snow, storms, etc. Issued by the
Japan Meteorological Agency [JMA])

+ Disaster evacuation information

« J-Alert warnings (A nationwide satellite-based system to
warn citizens and media of various threats. Operated by
national and local government)

In the event of the above emergencies, alerts will be
transmitted via television and radio. Early warning
e-mail alerts with distinctive alarm sounds will be
transmitted to cell phones (NTT DoCoMo, au,
Softbank, and Y! mobile services only). Those using
other cell phone service providers are requested to use
disaster warning applications, such as “Yahoo! Bosai-
Sokuho [available in Japanese only]” or “Safety tips”
provided by Japan Tourism Agency, etc..

If an emergency warning is issued, please remain
calm and follow the instructions provided by the
government. Since most warnings are provided in
Japanese only, we recommend you utilize a reliable
language translation application (e.g. Google Translate,
Microsoft Translator etc.).

For your safety, please be sure to confirm any unclear
points in advance, and confirm your local shelters and
evacuation routes, as well as those on your regular
routes to work or university.
