Due to the university's internal selection process, the deadline set by faculty/graduate school will be over one month

earlier than the foundation's deadlines. Many scholarships require Japanese language ability and are highly competitive.

Kyoto University also has its own rules concerning scholarship applications. For example, students are not allowed to
apply for, or receive more than one scholarship at a time. Eligibility details and contact information for the listed scholarships
are available from faculty/graduate school offices or from the International Education and Student Mobility Division.
