If you or your parents have received public financial assistance for persons
experiencing financial difficulties due to decreased income caused by the spread of
the novel coronavirus within six months (or one year in the case of newly enrolled
students) prior to the deadline for tuition payment, please enter that information in
the “Family Circumstances” tab of the Exemption Online Application System
(EOAS) during the Step 1 application period. You will also be required to submit
evidence of the receipt of the public financial assistance, together with the other
necessary application documents during the Step 2 application period. Please see
the attachment for examples of public financial assistance (Japanese version only).
If you have already applied for tuition exemption for both the first and second
semesters, and have already submitted all of the necessary application documents,
please submit the certificate of receipt of public financial assistance and an
application form only.

If you are not receiving any public financial assistance, but faced a significant
decrease in your income compared to the previous year, please consult with the
contact below by email. In this case, please consult as soon as possible during the
Step 1 application period.
