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lllegal Drug Possession

The possession and /or use of cannabis (marijuana), narcotic and
psychotropic drugs, opium, stimulants, thinners, MDMA etc. are strictly
prohibited by law in Japan. Violators will be arrested and prosecuted as
criminals, and will receive severe punishments that include but are not limited
to imprisonment and deportation. Failure to comply with the law will also result
in suspension of scholarship, and expulsion from the university.

Drugs are highly addictive, and there is a high probability that its usage will
escalate once experienced. Drugs will destroy your physical and mental health,
and destroy relationships with family and friends.

DO NOT USE these drugs under any circumstance.

Articles Prohibited and Restricted by Japanese Customs

In addition to weapons and narcotic drugs, it is forbidden to enter Japan
carrying articles which violate intellectual property rights or copyrights. There
are also other items which are regulated by customs. Failure to comply with
these restrictions may result in punishment, expulsion from the university, or
suspension of scholarship. Please note that goods other than those mentioned
above may be subject to taxation.

Beware of Good Opportunities! Is it a Great Part-time Job, or an Invitation to Crime?

Recently, an increasing number of criminal organizations are posing as legitimate businesses and advertising attractive part-time jobs for international
students - jobs which will make you an accomplice to criminal activity. International students have been arrested for taking part in crimes after innocently
responding to job advertisements online, on flyers, or even through personal introductions from friends. Please be cautions when seeking part-time
employment.

Actual Case: Using stolen IDs, passwords and credit card information, a criminal group purchases items such as electrical products through an online shop.
International students are employed to receive the delivery of the illegally purchased items and pass them on to the criminals.

Actual Case: Using stolen internet banking IDs and passwords, a criminal group illegally transfers money to a dummy bank account. The criminals then
employ international students to withdraw the stolen money from the account.

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A. At the Port of Entry/Departure

Under the new residency management system, introduced in July, 2012, a residence card will be issued to newly
arrived foreign nationals who intend to remain in Japan for a period of over three months.
NOTE: The residence card will NOT be issued for those with a Temporary Visitor's Visa or a Student Visa with a 3- month period of stay.

What is a Residence Card?

® An identification card which includes information such as your name, date of birth, nationality/region, address in Japan,

residence status and period of residence.

® International residents are required by law to carry their residence card at all times.

® The residence card will expire on the same day as student's status of residence, and will be renewed when an
application for an extension of the period of residence is granted by the Immigration Bureau.

® The following unauthorized uses of a residence card are prohibited by law, and are subject to criminal charges (possible
imprisonment), cancellation of resident status, and /or deportation.
+ Not complying with the obligation to apply for and carry the card, not present it upon request by the relevant

authorities.

+ Making a counterfeit card, possess and/or using such card.

+ Lending, borrowing, buying or selling the card.

For Students Who Are Newly Arriving in Japan

+ For those who are arriving at New Chitose, Narita, Haneda, Chubu, Kansai, Hiroshima, and Fukuoka Airports, the
residence card will be issued after the immigration examination.

+ For those who are arriving at airports other than those mentioned above, the card will be sent to their address after
submitting a Notification of Place of Residence to their municipal office.

B. At the City/Ward Office

A Residence Card and/or the National Health Insurance Card are often required for identification purposes when opening
a savings account and for other matters in Japan. We strongly recommend that all international students complete following
procedures as soon as they settle in. Please refer to the maps for Kyoto City/Ward Offices and Uji City Hall (P. 45).

Notification (of Change) of Place of Residence

Certificate of Residence (Jumin-hyo)

Under the new residency management system introduced
in July 2012, this certificate replaced the "Official
Transcript of Alien Registration Card" (Toroku Genpyo
Kisajjiko Shomeisho). The certificate includes details such
as the holder's name, date of birth, sex, address in Japan,
residence status, residence card number, period of
residence, and nationality/region. Note that if you need the
certificate with information unique to foreign nationals such
as nationality and status of residence states, please make an
offer when applying. The certificate is available from the
City/Ward Office for a small fee (¥200-350 per copy), and
can usually be issued on the day of application (although in
some instances it can take up to several weeks).

Change of Address

My Number: Social Security and Tax Number System

Persons (including foreign residents) who have
registered their place of residence at their local City/Ward
Office will receive a notification card from the office
showing their individual social security and tax number,
known as “My Number.” The number is used for various
administrative procedures and reference purpose. Please
be sure to keep your number securely, even after leaving
Japan.

National Pension System (NPS)

The National Pension System (NPS) is a public pension
system intended to support subscribers when they reach
the age of 657, or become disabled. All people who are
residing in Japan and aged between 20 and 59, including
foreign nationals holding a residence card (or alien
registration card), are required to be covered by the NPS.

Applications for the NPS are accepted at the City/Ward
Office. After registration, the Pension Handbook and the
payment slip will be sent to your address. Be sure to keep
the handbook since it is an important document which is
often required in completing various procedures. The
monthly premium for the National Pension is ¥15,590 (as
of the 2015 fiscal year). Pension premiums can be paid at
a bank, post office or convenience store.

Those who experience financial difficulty may be eligible
for a postponement of payment or a pension waiver.
Regular (degree-seeking) students can file for the “student
special payment system", while non-regular (non-degree
seeking) students including exchange students and
research students can file for the general exemption
system at the City/Ward Office. Note that applications for
the exemption must be filed every year.

*?In general, subscribers who have paid pension premiums for
more than 25 years and who satisfy the required conditions
will receive the advanced age basic pension when they reach
65 years of age.

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National Health Insurance (NHI)

All foreign nationals residing in Japan for periods of over three months are required to be covered by one of the
national public medical insurance programs. However, the NHI program does not provide full coverage against death,
accidents, loss, or fire, or full damages compensation. It is therefore necessary to enroll in additional insurance programs.
Please refer to P. 28 for details of insurance programs other than the NHL

Students with a "Temporary Visitor Visa" or a "Student Visa (with a 3-month period of stay)" will not be eligible for the
NHI, and are highly encouraged to buy a travel insurance policy (or other similar policy) before coming to Japan.

* Individuals with a “Student Visa (with a 3-month period of stay)" may still be covered under the National Health Insurance

(NHI), on the condition that they provide written proof from Kyoto University, indicating that their scheduled period of stay

is over three months.

NOTE: Additional documents may be required.

Method of Use

Once enrolled, subscribers will receive a health
insurance card. When going to a hospital or clinic,
subscribers only need to pay 30% of the expenses upon
presentation of the insurance card at the reception desk
prior to treatment. Please be aware that NHI cannot be
used for some treatments including normal pregnancy/
childbirth, cosmetic surgery, yearly check-ups,
vaccinations, orthodontic treatment, illness or injury
caused by fighting or other willful misconduct. It is against
the law to lend, borrow, buy or sell the health insurance
card and such activities are subject to punishment.

This insurance is valid throughout Japan, so do not
forget to take the card with you on domestic trips.

Health Insurance Premium and Method of Payment

Calculation of the annual premium is based on the
subscriber's previous year's income in Japan. The annual
premium is paid in ten monthly installments from June to
March. International students are required to pay a
discounted premium of approximately ¥18,000 annually.
Please note that the premium may increase according to
income from part-time jobs. Also, be aware that a
delinquency charge will be added for overdue payments.

The method of payment is @ automatic withdrawal
from a bank or a Japan Post Bank (Yucho Bank) account
(application necessary) , or @ manual payment with the
payment slip at the bank, Japan Post Bank, the City/Ward
Office, or convenience stores.

Receiving Medical Treatment without an Insurance Card

Subscribers who forget to bring the card when receiving
medical treatment must pay the entire amount of the bill.
However, they can file for a reimbursement later by taking
the receipt, statement, householder's bankbook and health
insurance card to the City/Ward Office. After processing
the claim, the City/Ward Office will reimburse 70% of the
medical expenses.

The Premium for the Next Fiscal Year

An Income Declaration Form (Shotoku Shinkokusho) is
sent to National Health Insurance (NHI) policy holders
living in Kyoto City every year around March, to determine
the premium for the next fiscal year. You are asked to fill
out the form and send it back to the office by the
designated deadline.

Residents of Uji City will not receive this form in the
mail, and are asked to go to the municipal tax division of
the city hall to fill it out when the time comes (February to
March every year).

If the subscribers forget to complete this process by the
deadline, the premium will go up as the international
student discount will not apply. Those who forget to
complete this process must go to the City/Ward Office
with their NHI card for adjustment.

Change of Address
Subscribers must complete the following procedures
within 14 days of moving.
¢ In case of moving to a different ward within Kyoto City
Submit the old insurance card to their new ward office
to get a new one.
* In case of moving to Kyoto City from another city
Clear the balance with the office in the city
subscribers were leaving and re-enroll NHI at the ward
office of their new residence in Kyoto City.

The submission of incomplete, delayed, or
false registrations or notifications to the Immigration Bureau may result in criminal charges, imprisonment, cancellation

of resident status, and/or deportation.

The former alien registration system was replaced with a new system of residence management in July 2012. For

When foreign nationals with "Student" residence status
take a long term leave of absence from their university, it
is assumed that they will return to their home countries
for the duration of the leave, unless they have a legitimate
reason to remain in Japan (e.g. hospitalization. Please refer
to the section titled "Leave of Absence, Readmission, and
Withdrawal" on page 16). For this reason, those with
"Student" residence status are not permitted to work part-
time while they are on a leave of absence.

Students apply at the Immigration Bureau in their
regions. In principle, permits will be issued on the day
they submit the application. They may, however, be issued
at a later date.

The permit expires on the same day as the student's
Status of Residence.

not required by international residents with a valid

passport and a residence card, who plan to return to Japan

within one year of their departure and resume the same
activities (Special Re-entry Permit System) ',

For those leaving Japan with a Special Re-entry Permit,
it is not possible to extend the period of validity of the
permit from outside of Japan. Be aware that residence
status will be revoked if the holder does not re-enter
Japan within one year of departure™".

Those who plan to leave Japan for more than one year
must obtain a "Re-entry Permit" from the Immigration
Bureau before leaving Japan. Items required to apply for
the Re-entry Permit include a passport, a residence card
and processing fees (¥3,000 for single re-entry, ¥6,000
for multiple). Re-entry Permits expire on the same day as
the holder's period of residence status.

“'In general, it is not possible to apply for an extension of
period of stay at a Japanese embassy (consulate) abroad.
Those whose period of stay expires within one year of their
departure are required to return to Japan before the
expiration date of their period of stay.

At the Port of Departure/Re-entry

Take your Residence Card with you when leaving and
re-entering Japan. If you leave Japan with a Special Re-
entry Permit, be sure to tick the column indicating
"Departure with Special Re-entry Permission" on your
Embarkation Card for Re-entrant (ED card), which you will
be asked to fill out at the airport. Present the completed
ED card together with your Residence Card, passport, and
boarding pass to the immigration officers at the port of
departure/re-entry.

Holders of "Student" resident status are not allowed to
engage in any paid activities. If they wish to work part-
time, they must apply for and receive a permit in their
passport from the immigration bureau before they begin a
part-time job. Individual faculties and graduate schools
may have their own policies requiring that they be notified
at the time an application has been made for a work
permit. Be certain to find out at the faculty/graduate
school office. Teaching and research assistant positions
(TAs and RAs) under a direct contract with the university
are exempt from applying for a Work Permit.

The maximum hours of work for "Student Visa" holders
including TAs and RAs, who do not require a work permit,
is 28 hours per week (during summers and other long
vacations, this is extended to allow up to 8 hours of work
per day, within the confines of the legal 40-hour work
week). The job must not affect public order and morals
(for example, sex-related industry employment is
forbidden). Anyone working without the permit or acting

Visa and Status of Residence for Family Members

Family members of international students will need
"Dependent” status of residence in order to live together
with the international student in Japan.

Students can submit the application forms for the
Certificate of Eligibility on behalf of their family at the
Immigration Bureau in Japan. It may take up to several
months (depending on the number of applicants and other
factors) for the Certificate of Eligibility to be issued.

After receiving Certificates of Eligibility for each family
member, students should send them to their family. The
family should then take the Certificates of Eligibility along
with the other necessary documents to the Japanese
Embassy/Consulate in their country to apply for the
"Dependent” visa. The documents required will vary from
country to country. Please inquire at the Japanese
Embassy/Consulate in your country. Certificates of
Eligibility are valid for three months. Family members
must enter Japan before the certificate expires.

Items Required for Certificate of Eligibility

@ One 4cmXx3cm facial photo of each applicant (family
member) taken within six months.

@ Copies of each applicant's (family member's) passport
pages that show their photo, passport's number, and
expiration date.

® Original/official copies of certificates such as marriage
licenses, birth certificates, and family registers, which
demonstrate the relationship between the student and
each applicant (family member).

*If these certificates are written in a language other than
Japanese, it is necessary to attach a brief Japanese
translation.

@ Student's Residence Card or copies of the student's

passport pages (see @ above).

Certificate of student's enrollment.

Documents that prove student's ability to provide

financial support; either one of the following:

a. Certificate of Balance or Certificate of Remittance

from the student' s bank

b. Scholarship Certificate with amount and duration

@ Application forms for Certificate of Eligibility.

Those who wish to have the documents sent back to
them should include a self-addressed envelope with a
¥392 postage stamp attached.

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Most students receive a student ID from the faculty or
graduate school that issued their acceptance letter.

The student ID is recognized as proof of the holders’
student status at the university. Students must always
carry the student ID card and must present it on request
by the university staff. It is prohibited to lend or sell the
student ID. If the student ID is damaged, stolen, or lost, the
cardholder must notify his/her faculty/graduate school
office immediately. For details of student discounts on
transportation, please refer to the section entitled "Student

Regular (degree-seeking) Students

The student ID for regular students also serves as a pass
to enter the Main Library, the Institute for Information
Management and Communication (IIMC), and the
Academic Center for Computing and Media Studies
(ACCMS). It can also be used as ID when entering and
leaving university facilities, and to obtain certificates of
enrollment (Jpn. & Eng.), student discount coupons for JR
(gakuwarishou), and other documents through the
automated document-dispensing machines located at
several points on campus. To buy a student-fare ticket or
commuter pass, the student ID must be presented at the
public transportation station office when applying for the
pass. When using such tickets or passes, students must
present their student ID to the station staff on request.

The student ID can also function as a membership card
of Kyoto University Co-op and is equipped with an
electronic money function.

Non-regular (non degree-seeking) Students

Non-regular students including research students and
exchange students are required to apply for a separate
library card, which serves as the pass for the library, IIMC
and ACCMS. In most cases, non-regular students are not
eligible for student discounts on transportation.
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(Sample of Student ID Card for Regular Student)

Exemption of Tuition

Regular undergraduate and graduate students with
excellent academic records who experience financial
difficulty may be eligible for a full or half tuition waiver.
Application information is put on the bulletin boards of
the Student Affairs Division and faculty/graduate school
offices, and on the Kyoto University website. Students who
wish to apply for the tuition waiver are advised to pay
close attention to the notice. Since the number of students
who receive the tuition waiver is limited, the selection
process is very competitive. Please ensure that you have
sufficient financial resources before coming to Kyoto
University.

Emergency Warning, Typhoon Warning and Class/Exam Schedule

The policy on the holding of classes and exams for the
Liberal Arts and General Education Course during emergency/
typhoon warnings and interruption of public transportation is
as follows.

Postponement of Classes/Exams

Classes and exams will be postponed in any one of the
following cases.

@ An emergency warning and/or a typhoon warning

is in effect in Kyoto City or areas including Kyoto
City.

@ The entire Kyoto City Bus service is interrupted.

® Three out of the following four transportation
services are either entirely or partially suspended:
JR West (arriving in or departing from Kyoto),
Hankyu (between Kawaramachi and Umeda),
Keihan (between Demachiyanagi and Yodoyabashi/
Nakanoshima), or Kintetsu (between Kyoto and
Saidaiji).

@ When a decision to do so has been made by the
director of the Institute for Liberal Arts and
Sciences.

If an emergency warning and/or a typhoon warning is
issued while students are taking classes or exams, classes or
exams in progress will generally not be affected, but
subsequent classes or exams will be cancelled or postponed.

Resumption of Classes/Exams

Classes and exams will proceed based on the following
schedule if the emergency warning and/or the typhoon
warning is cancelled or if public transportation services
resume.

@ If the emergency warning and/or the typhoon
warning is cancelled or if transportation services
resume by 6:30 a.m., classes will be given from the
first period (8:45 a.m.), as usual.

@ If the emergency warning and/or the typhoon
warning is cancelled or if transportation services
resume between 6:30 a.m. to 10:30 a.m., morning
classes will be cancelled, and classes will start from
the third period (13:00).

® If the emergency warning and/or the typhoon
warning is not cancelled or if transportation
services do not resume by 10:30 a.m., all classes
will be cancelled for the day.

Makeup Classes and Postponed Exams

® The schedule for makeup classes, in case of any,
will be posted on Kyoto University Liberal Arts
Syllabus Information System (KULASIS) as well as
on the Liberal Arts and General Education Course
bulletin board on the first floor of the Yoshida
South Campus Building 1.

@ The schedule for postponed exams, in case of any,
will be posted on KULASIS as well as on the Liberal
Arts and General Education Course bulletin board
on the first floor of Yoshida South Campus Building
1 within three days of the original date of the
exam.
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Leave of Absence, Readmission, and Withdrawal

Students seeking a leave of absence, readmission, or
withdrawal should consult with their academic advisor
first, then conduct the necessary procedures at their
faculty/graduate school offices.

Request for Temporary Leave of Absence

Those who take more than three months leave from the
university for reasons of sickness or injury must submit a
request to their faculty/graduate school offices. A medical
certificate must be attached in the case of sick leave. To
extend the period of absence, students must submit an
extension request before the original period expires.

If a student takes a leave of absence from the beginning
of a semester, the tuition for the semester will not be
charged. Full semester tuition must be paid when a
student takes leave in the middle of a semester. However,
in case students take a leave of absence in the middle of
the first month of the semester (April/October), while
tuition for the first month is charged, tuition for the rest of
the months of the semester is exempted. When a student
returns in the middle of a semester, tuition for the elapsed
month(s) of the semester is exempted.

Readmission Request (Readmission Form)

Readmission after leave due to sickness requires
submission of a Kyoto University Readmission Health
Certificate (verified by a health care provider) along with a
Kyoto University Readmission Request to one's faculty/
graduate school administration office.

If, when taking a leave of absence for reasons other than
sickness, a student wishes to return to the university before
the leave of absence expires, they must submit a Readmission
Report. If they do not, they will be considered to have taken
a leave of absence for the entire period requested.

Points to Be Aware of When Taking a Leave of Absence/

Being Readmitted to the University
According to the Immigration Control and Refugee

Control Act, if holders of “Student" resident status have not
undertaken study and/or research activities for three
consecutive months or more (i.e. if they take a leave of
absence from the university for any reason), unless they
have a legitimate reason to stay in Japan (hospitalization,
etc.)*, they must leave Japan promptly or change their
resident status if they plan to remain in Japan. Failing to
abide these laws may result in a revocation of resident
status. It is prohibited to work part-time while taking
temporary leave of absence from the university.

It is possible for international students on a leave of
absence to return to Japan for readmission after
completing readmission procedures if the students have a
valid status of residence in Japan. Students intending to
take a leave of absence should check the term of validity
of their status of residence and whether they need a re-
entry permit before leaving Japan (please refer to the
section titled "Temporary Departure from Japan and Re-
entry" on page 12). Those whose period of stay expires
while they are abroad are required to obtain a Student
Visa through a Japanese diplomatic mission overseas. For
information on the items required to apply for the visa,
please contact the appropriate Japanese diplomatic
mission.

* A leave of absence from the university for financial reasons is
not approved as a legitimate reason by the Immigration
Bureau.

Withdrawal Request

Students must submit a withdrawal request and have it
approved before withdrawing from the university. Students
withdrawing without doing so will continue to be
considered as registered, and will continue to be charged
tuition, etc.

Points to Be Aware of When Withdrawing from the

Universit
“Student" resident status is only valid while the holder is

attending the school. Even if the period of residence status
is valid, those who withdraw from the university must
notify the Immigration Bureau of their withdrawal within
14 days of withdrawing. They must then return to their
home countries, or change their resident status if they will
remain in Japan. Failing to abide by the law may result in
a revocation of resident status.

Notification to Students

Administration offices post notices for students on their
bulletin boards. Upon posting notices are considered
delivered. Students are individually responsible for
checking the bulletin board regularly to get accurate, up-
to-date information.

In the case of contact address change, students must
immediately report the change to both their faculty/
graduate school offices and the International Education
and Student Mobility Division.

There have been recent cases in which students have
fallen victim to identity theft by persons who falsely posed
as Kyoto University staff to get the victim's address and
telephone number. Never give your information since
Kyoto University does not make such inquiries by
telephone.

Mandatory Annual Health Checkup

Kyoto University's annual health checkup is offered by
university health officials in April every year. The schedule
for the health check is posted on bulletin boards at
faculty/graduate school offices. All students must take
this annual university health checkup. Without this
checkup, students cannot take regular exams or receive
university health certificates that may be required for
scholarship applications and entrance exams.

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Scholarships for Privately-Financed International Students

Only those who have "Student” status of residence are
eligible to apply for or receive scholarships for international
students. Scholarship recipients who change their residence
status to any status other than "Student” will immediately
lose their right to receive the scholarship, and must refund
the scholarship money for the month in which their status
of residence changed.

There are two types of scholarships available to Kyoto
University students: those which are applied for through
the university, and those which are applied for directly to
the institutions providing scholarships. Application
requirements vary among scholarships, so students are
advised to read the application guidebooks carefully.
Notice that the selection processes for scholarships are
very competitive since the financial resources of the
scholarship programs are limited, and the number of
applicants is increasing.

Kyoto University recommends candidates to approximately
50 foundations for international student scholarships
based on an intra-university selection process. Please refer
to P.38-40 for details about these scholarships.

Announcements regarding scholarships received by the
University are usually distributed to all applicable
faculties/graduate schools. The administration offices
generally give notices to students on their bulletin boards.
Students who wish to apply for these scholarships are
advised to pay close attention to the notices posted by
their faculty/graduate school offices.

Procedures for MEXT Scholarship Students

Monthly Signature for Scholarship

MEXT Scholarship recipients must sign a ledger at the
designated office every month. The scholarship will be
sent to recipients' accounts only after the signatures are
confirmed. If recipients are outside Japan from the
beginning to the end of a month, or take a lengthy absence
from their school and studies, they will not receive the
scholarship for the month.

Recipients must sign in person. Signature by another
party or use of a personal seal will NOT be accepted. If a
signature is found to be forged, the recipient MUST
REFUND the scholarship money for that month.

Extension of Scholarship

The International Education and Student Mobility
Division sends notice of scholarship extension procedures
to relevant applicants through the faculty/graduate school
offices around November. Questions should be directed to
the faculty/graduate school offices.

Return Trip Expenses

Eligible students must submit forms for return trip
expenses at least two months prior to departure. This will
entitle those students to receive an airline ticket from a
travel agency appointed by MEXT. The departure date
must be fixed and the ticket is non-refundable. Further
details are given at faculty/graduate school offices.

MEXT Scholarship students must have "Student" status
of residence. Successful applicants must obtain the
"Student" status of residence prior to the start of the
scholarship. Scholarship recipients who change their
residence status to any status other than "Student" will
immediately lose their right to receive the scholarship.
Any scholarship money received while holding a status of
residence other than "Student" must be refunded.

‘Tutoring' system is a system that the designated tutor
provides support to international students whenever their
supervisor deems it necessary. In general, the system is
applicable to undergraduate students during their first two
years in Japan, and graduate students and certain research
students during their first year. Tutors are generally
graduate students selected from the graduate school to
which the international student belongs. Whether the
advice/assistance given by the tutors will focus on
research or daily life will depend on the individual needs
of the international student. It is recommended, therefore,
that students relay their concerns to their academic
supervisor to receive the accurate support. Further details
are available at the faculty/graduate school offices where
the international student belongs.

Japanese Language Classes

On-Campus Japanese Classes

Education Center for Japanese Language and Culture
offers Japanese language courses to international students
and reseachers of Kyoto University. The first (spring)
semester is from April to July and the second (fall)
semester is from October to February. Applicants will be
given an interview or a placement test at the beginning of
each semester.

One day a week classes are offered at roughly three
levels: elementary, intermediate and advanced.

The three days a week course, consisting of 6 classes (9
hours) a week, is a beginner’ s level course designed for
those who wish to concentrate on studying the Japanese
language. Once registered, participants must attend all
classes. It is necessary, therefore, for participants to first
obtain permission from their academic advisor/host
professor before registering.

Distance learning classes in intermediate Japanese are
also offered at the Uji and Katsura campuses.

The course catalogue and registration are available
online twice a year, around mid-March and mid-
September (at the address below). Course catalogues are
also available at your faculty/graduate school office and
the International Education and Student Mobility Division.
Please note that registrations cannot be completed by
paper. Starting from spring 2014, registrations must be
made online.

It is not possible to enroll after the registration deadline,
and the classes are not open to students' and researchers'
family members.

The center also offers a short "Japanese hiragana"
course before the beginning of each semester. It is a
preliminary 2-/3-day course designed to teach beginners
the Japanese hiragana characters. No application is
required. For further information, please check the bulletin
board of the relevant faculty/graduate school office or
International Education and Student Mobility Division.

A lending service at the Student Lounge ‘KI-ZU-NA'’ is
available for those who are too busy to attend Japanese
language classes, or for those who wish to put in extra
hours of study. There are Japanese language materials
(books, CDs, DVDs, etc.) as well as books on various other
topics.

Changing Status of Residence to Work After Graduation

International students who continue to stay in Japan
after graduation must change their Status of Residence.
Anyone engaging in an activity other than those permitted
by his/her Status of Residence may be subject to punitive
measures.

International students are responsible for undertaking
all of the above procedures by themselves at the
immigration office. It may be necessary to obtain various
documents from the university, work place, etc. Please
inquire about the documents required to complete the
process at the Immigration Bureau (P. 52).

If employed in Japan after graduating

If employed in Japan after graduating, it is necessary to
make the appropriate change in your status of residence.
Depending on the type of employment, the status may
change to "Engineer/Specialist in Humanities/International
Services," etc. The documents required vary depending on
which status of residence is applied for.

When seeking employment in Japan after graduating

When seeking employment in Japan after graduating, it is
necessary to change your status of residence to "Designated
Activities" status. International students with this status are
allowed to stay in Japan for six months (extendable up to
one year) in order to seek employment in Japan.
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Kyoto University International Houses

The move-in periods for the Kyoto University International
Houses are April and October. International students who
will enroll at Kyoto University within less than a year of
their arrival in Japan are eligible to apply. The application
periods are January and July (three months prior to move-
in). The tenancy period is either one year or six months,
and in either case may not be extended.

Those who are interested should consult with their
faculty/graduate school offices in advance regarding
application procedures.

Private Apartments and Other Housing

Students who are unable to obtain a place in university
accommodation and those whose tenancy at one of the
university’s International Houses is expiring are required
to look for other accommodation options, such as private
apartments.

To find an apartment, students are recommended to
visit the Kyoto University Co-op or a real estate agency.
Housing consultation and the viewing of properties are
free of charge; however, commission will be charged by
the realtor when signing a contract.

In Japan, it is customary to pay an initial “key money”
fee and a security deposit in addition to the monthly rent
when renting an apartment. The key money and deposit
generally amount to the equivalent of two or three months
rent. Most apartments may also require a guarantor to
cosign the lease.

Rents

Rents vary greatly depending on location (suburbs tend
to be cheaper than the city center), room size, facility, etc.
The following is an example of a typical apartment in
Kyoto. Rooms are usually not furnished.

+ Single room with shared kitchen and toilet
¥25,000 - ¥30,000 per month

+ Single room with private kitchen, toilet, and bath
Upwards of ¥45,000 per month

Key Money (Reikin)
Key money is a one-time, nonrefundable payment to the
owner.

Security Deposit (Shikikin)

The security deposit acts as a guarantee for the owner
of the property. It may be used to cover costs arising from
problems which occur during the tenants’ occupancy, the
cost of repairing or refurbishing rooms after the tenant
vacates the property, insurance against unpaid rent, and
other expenses. The deposit is paid at the beginning of the
occupancy, and the amount left over after subtracting the
necessary fees, such as room cleaning, repairs, etc., may
be refunded to the tenant at the owner’ s discretion
depending on the condition of the room and other
considerations. Please sure to ask the landlord or the real-
estate agent about the terms of the security deposit before
signing a rental contact.

Maintenance Fees (Kyoekihi « Kanrihi)

Money paid to cover the maintenance of communal
facilities (entrance and corridor lights, cleaning of
communal areas, etc.).

Other Necessary Payments
Fire insurance, etc. For details, check with the landlord
or the real estate agency.

Kyoto University International Students Housing Guaranty System

For international students who have trouble finding a
guarantor, Kyoto University can act as their guarantor.

Students who have "Student' residence status are
eligible to apply. The apartments applicable for this system
are limited to those which are rented through the
cooperating partner realtors and the university Co-op.
Additionally, the system requires that tenants join a
"Comprehensive Renters' Insurance for Foreign Students
Studying in Japan" program (¥4,000/yr., ¥8,000/2 yrs.).

Those who wish to use this system should obtain the
required documents from the International Service Office,
and visit a cooperating partner realtor to decide on an
apartment for which the system is applicable. Further
details are available at the International Service Office.

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In Case of lliness

If you are unwell and visit a medical care provider for
treatment, be sure to take your health insurance card with
you.

It is very common in Japan that patients visit their local
doctor's office or clinic to receive an initial consultation. If
patients need advanced treatments, such as a specialized
examination or operation, the local doctor will recommend
that patients go to a hospital. After making an appointment
with the hospital through their local doctor, they will then
go to the hospital with a referral letter issued by their local
doctor.

Large-scale hospitals which have more than 200 beds
for hospitalized patients (e.g. Kyoto University Hospital)
also accept patients without the referral letter and/or
appointments. Be aware, however, that an additional fee of
between ¥100 and ¥6,000 is charged for patients without
the referral letter (¥5,400 in case of Kyoto University
Hospital), and that there can be a long waiting time for
consultation without an appointment.

Office hours for most medical care providers in Japan
are limited to weekdays and Saturday mornings. Designated
hospitals provide medical treatments at night and on
Sundays and national holidays. Many Japanese medical
care providers do not require appointments (although
large-scale hospitals and dental clinics usually do).

Medical Interpreter Dispatch System

A free medical interpreter dispatch system for non-
Japanese speakers who live in Kyoto is available at four
designated hospitals in Kyoto City: Kyoto City Hospital,
ljinkai Takeda Hospital, Koseikai Takeda Hospital, and
Kyoto Katsura Hospital. To make use of the system,
appointments must be made at each hospital in advance.

Kyoto City International Student NHI Subsidy

A ¥700 per month National Health Insurance Subsidy is
available for Privately-financed International Students who
live in Kyoto City. Applications are accepted every year in
September. Those who forgot or were unable to meet the
requirements by September may apply in March the
following year - during the secondary application period.

The notices about the subsidy will be posted on each
faculty/graduate school office's bulletin boards during the
application periods. Students are therefore advised to
check the bulletin board regularly. Read the brochure
‘Ryugakusei Kokuho Hojo' when the registration starts. It
is available at your faculty/graduate school office. Please
refer to the website below for details on application
procedures and conditions.

Note that subsidies are not paid out on a monthly basis,
but in half-year installments.

Reimbursement of High Cost Medical Fees

When the medical fees paid to a medical care provider
in a given month exceed a specific amount, the difference
is reimbursed through the National Health Insurance
program at the City/Ward Office. In order to receive the
reimbursement, subscribers must save the receipts issued
by the medical care provider.

Kyoto City residents will receive instructions from the
ward office within a few months receiving treatment.
Since Uji City residents will not receive any such notice,
they must complete the procedures at Uji City Hall within
the calendar month following the month in which
treatment was received.

Details are given in "The National Health Insurance
Guidebook," available in Japanese, Chinese, English and
Korean from the City/Ward Offices in Kyoto City.

Alternatively, if the subscriber presents a certificate
issued by their City/Ward Office showing the
predetermined limit for the portion of medical costs to be
borne by the subscriber (gendogaku tekiyo ninteisho),
then they will only be required to make a payment up to
that limit.

Paid Health Exam at Public Healthcare Centers

Students who missed the university's annual health
checkup and who require a health certificate can apply for
a paid health exam at a public healthcare center
(hokensho) or a hospital. National Health Insurance does
not cover the cost for health checkup. In general the
health exams offered by public healthcare centers are less
expensive, however the exams are only offered on specific
dates (which vary from center to center) and the issuance
of certificates takes approximately one week. Public
healthcare centers accept applications and provide
checkups regardless of an applicant's residential area.
Please contact the centers themselves for details.
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Types of Insurance

The National Health Insurance Scheme does not fully
cover the fees for the treatment of injuries that arise from
accidents and for the damages which you caused to
someone else's property, or another person. Unanticipated
situations such as accidents or illness may result in an
overwhelming financial burden. It is therefore necessary to
enroll in additional insurance programs.

Safety Tips Before Going Out or Going to Sleep
Lock doors and windows, turn off gas, electrical
appliances, and all sources of heat such as irons,
kitchen stoves, and heaters, before going out or
going to sleep.

Lost or Stolen Property

+Call 110 (police) in the event of theft or burglary.

+ Report lost or stolen ATM/credit cards to the card
company immediately to prevent/stop any
unauthorized use. Also make a report to the police.
Police offices issue a certificate of loss/stolen
property, usually called "ishitsu-todoke/tounan-
todoke shomeisho", which may be required for a
reissue application of a Residence Card/passport.

Traffic Accidents
+ Call 110 (police) even in the event of slight
accidents.

+ If there are any injured persons, call 119 (Fire
Department) and request an ambulance.

+ The effects of injuries can take several days to
become apparent, so even if there is no external
injury, be sure to get a medical examination at a
hospital.

+ Make a note of the other party's name, address,
phone number, age, driver's license number, plate
number, name of insurance company and insurance
policy number.

Precaution Against Natural Disasters, Including Earthquakes
and Typhoons

+ When there is a danger of a natural disaster
occurring, the Japan Meteorological Agency (JMA)
issues an appropriate alert (i.e. “Advisory,”“Warning,”
and “Emergency Warning,” etc.) through mass
media channels such as TV, radio, and the internet,
as well as through the JMA website (address below).

+ Keep the escape route clear and unobstructed.

+ Arrange furniture in such a way that there is no
danger of items toppling or falling on you in the
event of an earthquake occurring while you are
asleep. Bolt furniture in place if necessary.

+  Prepare an emergency bag containing food, water,
portable radio, flashlight, candles, matches, medical
kit etc.

+  Decide on an evacuation site with your family
members. Elementary schoolyards are often used
for public evacuation sites.

+ To enquire about the locations of evacuation sites
and fire outbreaks, call consultation number at Fire
Department (075-231-5000. Japanese language
only).

In the Event of Natural Disaster

+ Turn off any source of heat such as gas or electric
heaters, stoves, etc.

+ Turn on the radio or television to get accurate
information. In the main cities of the Kansai area
(Osaka, Kyoto, Kobe, etc.) the foreign language FM
station FM Cocolo (76.5 MHz) broadcasts emergency
information etc. in 17 languages (mainly Asian
languages).

+  Travel on foot and carry the minimum necessities
when evacuating.

+ If you evacuate your residence to seek a safe area,
report your status to the relevant faculty/graduate
school administration office and your country's
embassy or consulate in Japan so that family
members can be informed of your situation if they
contact the university, embassy, or consulate.

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Opening a Savings Account

By opening an account at a post office or a bank,
students will be able to deposit and transfer money,
arrange automatic withdrawal for public utilities and
credit card payments, etc.

Please note that, in some instances, it can take up to
several weeks to open a savings account as the applicant’s
identity must be confirmed. For newly arrived foreign
nationals, certain account services may be unavailable for
the first several months. In the case of the Japan Post Bank
(Yucho Bank), remittances other than the payment of
utility bills and the receipt of scholarship payments are
not allowed to and from the accounts of international
residents who have stayed in Japan less than six months.

In addition, some scholarship recipients may be required
to open an account at a particular bank as some
scholarship foundations designate the banks to which they
will send scholarship payments. For example, MEXT
Scholarship payments are deposited monthly into the
recipients Japan Post Bank accounts.

Refuse Collection

Collection days and the rules for separation of trash by type
will vary depending on the area in which you live. For detailed
information, please ask your landlord, neighbors or the City/
Ward Office, and follow the rules when disposing of trash.

For example, Kyoto city requires that "household refuse”
(garbage/plastic items/paper items) and "recyclable
refuse” (aluminum cans/glass bottles/PET bottles) put out
for collection be placed in specially designated bags. These
bags can be purchased at convenience stores and
supermarkets in Kyoto city. To dispose of large items such
as furniture or bedding (for a fee), please contact the
Kyoto City Oversized Refuse Collection Center for collection
at 0120-100-530 or 0570-000-247 for cell phones.

Student Discount for Public Transportation [Gakuwari]

Student discount for public transportation is generally
for regular (degree-seeking) students and not applicable
for non-regular (non-degree seeking) students.

Student Pass (TsugakuTeiki-ken)

Regular students are eligible to purchase a student
commuter pass at bus, train and subway station counters.
To purchase the pass, students must present their student
ID and the certificate "Tsugaku Shomeisho," which certifies
that they commute to and from the university. The Tsugaku
Shomeisho can be obtained from the automated document-
dispensing machines at several locations on campus.

Non-regular students, who are not eligible for a student
pass, are recommended to use pre-paid coupon tickets or
a commuter's pass.

Kyoto Municipal Transportation Bureau offers a student
discount pass to exchange students who request the
discount in advance through their universities. This
student discount applies only to Kyoto Municipal Bus and
Subway. The application can be made at the International
Education and Student Mobility Division for KUINEP
students, or at faculty/graduate school offices for general
exchange students.

Other Student Discount

Regular students can use a student discount certificate
for Japan Railways (JR) on trips exceeding 101km one
way. The certificate is available from the dispensing
machine on campus. Other trains, ferries, and buses may
also accept the certificate, so students should ask the
relevant transportation provider in advance. Student
discount applies only to the standard fare and not to
express, sleeper car, or Green tickets.

Prepaid Card, Discount Tickets and Other Economical Tickets

Both regular and non-regular students can purchase the

following tickets at stations, etc.

+ Coupon Tickets (kaisu-ken): A book of discounted tickets.
1-day/2-day tickets (ichinichi/futsuka josha-ken): Can be
used any number of times for one or two days within
designated areas.

Traffica Kyo-Card: A discount card which can be used on
Kyoto City buses and subway trains.

Kansai Thru Pass: A prepaid card usable on most buses and
trains, except the JR train in the Kansai area (Osaka, Kyoto,
Kobe, etc.).

In addition, both regular and non-regular students are eligible for
JR's special tickets such as the "Shuyu Kippu" excursion ticket and the
"Seishun 18 Kippu" ticket. Information is available at JR reception
desk.

Cell Phones

Cell phone companies provide diverse services and
products. You can check the details of services and make
an application at cell phone shops throughout the city. The
documents required vary from company to company, but
the most frequently requested items are a Residence Card,
passport, Student ID, National Health Insurance Card, and
an account book, ATM card, or credit card.

Internet

First, check with the landlord or the real-estate agent as
to whether the internet service is included in the rent or
not. Internet users must subscribe to an internet service
providers. Kyoto University Co-op accepts applications to
the internet providers such as Seikyou Internet (Co-op).

Public Phones

For domestic calls, public phones can be used by
inserting ¥10, ¥100 coins and/or telephone cards. Phone
cards are purchasable at Kyoto University Co-op,
convenience stores etc. Public phones from which it is
possible to make an international call are marked with an
"International Phone" sign.

Bicycles

The number of accidents involving bicycles is increasing.
It is therefore necessary to enroll in insurance programs

see P.28).

Rules
Failing to abide by the rules may result in being fined or
penalized. Furthermore, bicyclists are liable to pay for
injuries and property damages in accidents that they have
caused.
+ In general, bicycles are ridden on the left side of the
road. It is permissible to ride on sidewalks if there is
a sign indicating that it is permissible to do so (the
sign wording is jitensha hodo tsukoka—see below).
When riding on sidewalk, ride slowly on the side
close to the road, giving way to pedestrians. In
crowded areas, dismount the bicycle and walk with it.
Be sure to stop at "Stop" signs: "IEEN" (tomare: STOP
-see below).

(Traffic sign of itensha-hodo-tsukoka)  (Traffic sign of tomare)

+ Bicycles are not allowed to turn right at
intersections like cars. Use the bicycle crossing if
there is one nearby.

+ Riding while under the influence of alcohol or
carrying passengers is prohibited by law.

+ Use a light when cycling at night.

»  Lock your bicycle when parking for any length of
time. It is highly recommended that you use two
locks, since double-locked bicycles have a far lower
risk of being stolen.

* Do not use an umbrella while riding a bicycle.

* Do not use a cell-phone/smartphone or wear a
headset/headphone while riding a bicycle.

+  Children are required to wear helmets.

+ Abide by the traffic lights.

+ Riding a bicycle in parallel with other cyclists is
prohibited.

Crime Prevention Registration

Bicycle registration (bohan toroku) is required by law.
When purchasing a bicycle, bring identification and proof
of address. The cost of registration is ¥500. Registration is
valid for 5 years. Please make sure to keep the receipt given
by the shop. If purchasing a bicycle registered in someone
else's name, be sure to obtain the registration certificate
and the warranty certificate from the former owner, and
change the registered name. If the bicycle is stolen, report
to the police with the bicycle registration receipt.

Points to Be Aware of When Parking Bicycles

Bicycles parked unlawfully on side walks cause great
inconvenience to pedestrians and drivers alike. Be sure to
park only in the designated areas.

Bicycles parked in bicycle-prohibited-zones such as in front
of stations, etc., will be removed in accordance with Kyoto
City regulations. When a bicycle is missing, before assuming
it was stolen, check the nearby notice or bulletin board. There
may be a sticker indicating that the bicycle has been removed
and instructions showing where to reclaim it. Removed
bicycles are kept at the bicycle pound for four weeks. Notice
that you need to pay when you reclaim the bicycle.

When a Child is Born

Following the birth of a child, the parents must obtain a
Birth Certificate issued by the hospital, and go to the City/
Ward Office for Resident Registration and National Health
Insurance, to the appropriate diplomatic mission in Japan
for a passport, and to the Immigration Bureau for Status of
Residence. "One-Time Financial Assistance for Childbirth"
will be granted to National Health Insurance subscribers on
application to the City/Ward Office. Those who join other
health insurance programs in Japan will also receive a lump
sum birth allowance on request to the relevant insurance
providers. There are also additional subsidies for households
with children. Please ask the City/Ward Office for details.

Moving Out of a Rented House/Apartment

Before moving out of a rented house/apartment, give
the landlord or the real estate company at least one
month's notice in advance. If the notice is given at the last
minute, the next month's rent will be charged.

Clean the room thoroughly and return it to its original
condition, otherwise repair fees will be deducted from the
deposit (shiki-kin). If the room is in an unusual severe
condition, additional expenses may be required. Contact
the City/Ward Office to arrange for the disposal of large-
scale garbage such as household furniture, futons, bicycle
etc.

According to law, air-conditioners, TVs, washing
machines, refrigerators, and computers cannot be disposed
of as large-scale garbage. Contact the shop where the
appliance was purchased, electronic stores, or the
manufacturer to arrange for disposal. In all cases, a
disposal fee will be charged.

Notification of Moving Out

First of all, a Notification of Moving-Out must be
submitted to the resident registration counter. This
procedure should be completed before you apply for a
cost-adjustment of the NHI and withdrawal from the
National Pension System (see below).

Cost-adjustment of National Health Insurance

The payment of the National Health Insurance (NHI)
premium is divided into ten installments per year.
International students leaving Japan must apply for cost-
adjustment of their premiums at the NHI section of their
City/Ward Office. The NHI expiration date will be modified
to be valid until the time of departure.

Withdrawal from National Pension System (if enrolled in
the National Pension Scheme)

The cancellation procedures must be done at the
National Pension System (NPS) section of the City/Ward
Office. Those who satisfy the conditions (e.g. having paid
the pension premiums over six months) can file for a
partial reimbursement of their premiums. For further
details, please refer to the Japanese Pension Service
website or visit the NPS section of your municipal office.

Apostille & Authentification by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs

Apostille certificates and official stamps from the
Japanese Ministry of Foreign Affairs are used to certify the
authenticity of documents issued in Japan so that their
validity can be recognized in other countries.

Some students may wish to get such certification on
Kyoto University certificates such as diplomas, transcripts,
and health certificates.

The procedure and the certification required vary
depending on the place of submission. In some cases, the
documents may have to be certified by your national
embassy/consulate in Japan (consular certification). Those
requiring certification should confirm in advance what type
of certification is necessary with the institution to which the
documents will be submitted or with your national embassy
in Japan.

Please be aware that the procedures cannot begin until
the actual documents (e.g. diplomas, certificates of degree
conferred, or graduation certificates) have been issued
after the commencement ceremony, and that it takes some
time to obtain the certification. It is important, therefore,
to confirm the required certification in advance.
