KURA collaborates with the faculties, institutes and research centers of Kyoto University, as well as
with external national and international research organizations, including those in the private sector.
Through these activities, KURA aims to form a robust prototype for an effective university research
administration system—a concept which is not currently well recognized in Japan, and to develop training
programs for university research administrators.

As of April 1, 2012, the KURA staff consists of three senior research administrators, five research
administrators and three administrators.
