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1. Before Coming to Japan

Visa and Status of Residence

International researchers will need to apply for a
Japanese visa. The type of visa necessary will depend
on the activity type and/or the length of stay.

The application for the visa should be made at the
Japanese Embassy/Consulate in the researcher's home
country. It is recommended that a "Certificate of
Eligibility", issued by the Immigration Bureau of the
Ministry of Justice, be obtained for most visa
applications (excluding Temporary Visitor visas). The
Certificate has the advantage of speeding the
completion of immigration procedures. A hosting
university or company can apply for it as the applicant's

proxy.

<The Status of Residence for Kyoto University International Researchers>

International researchers visiting Kyoto University
are usually able to enter and stay in Japan with one of
the following three status of residence types:
"Professor" "Cultural Activities" or "Temporary
Visitor". Once a research program has been decided,
please ask your host professor to begin the necessary
application process.

"Professor": receives a stipend or salary from a
Japanese university or educational/research
institution during stay in Japan

"Cultural Activities": engages in academic/artistic
activities without salary. Receives a stipend
from a university or educational/research
institution, or self-supporting

"Temporary Visitor": visits Japan for a short-term, for
purposes such as attending a symposium
*A Certificate of Eligibility is not necessary

for those who will enter Japan on a
"Temporary Visitor" visa.

*There are many countries/regions with
which Japan has bilateral agreements
which waive the need to obtain a visa for a
short-term stay. Please inquire at the
Japanese Embassy/Consulate in your
home country about this requirement.

1. Before Coming to Japan

International researchers may apply for accommodation
at the Kyoto University International Houses.

Please consult with your host professor about
housing in Japan before arrival. For further information,
please refer to the Housing section (P.11-).

Medical expenses can be costly without insurance.
Contact your insurance agency to ask about overseas
accident and health coverage. If the insurance policy
does not cover overseas medical costs, we recommend
enrollment in an overseas travel accident insurance
policy before coming to Japan.

Researchers may be required to enroll in a Japanese
medical insurance.

For further information, please refer to the "Legal
Procedures" (P4-) and ask your host professor or a staff
at the affiliated department.

Articles Prohibited and Restricted by Japanese Customs

In addition to weapons and narcotic drugs, it is
forbidden to enter Japan carrying articles which violate
intellectual property rights or copyrights. There are also
other items which are regulated by customs. Violations
of customs regulations may result in severe punishment,
so please be sure to comply with law in this respect.

At the Port of Entry/Departure (Resident Card)

A Resident Card will be issued to the foreign
nationals who have a status of residence with a period
of stay of over three months. (The Card will not be
issued for a Temporary Visitor's Visa or the period of
stay is three months.)

For foreign nationals arriving at Narita, Haneda,
Chubu, and Kansai Airports, the Card will be issued
after the immigration examination in principle. For
those arriving at other airports, the Card will be sent to
the registered address after they have done the procedures
at the City/Ward Office (P4).
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2. Legal Procedures (A)

2. Legal Procedures (A) -At the City/ Ward Office-

A Resident Card (or an Alien Registration Card) or one of the Japanese Health Insurance Cards are often
requested for identification purposes when opening a bank account and other matters in Japan. We strongly
recommend that all international researchers complete these procedures as soon as possible.

Please refer to the map for Kyoto City Ward Offices and Uji City Hall (P.49).

Basic Resident Registration

All foreigners residing over three months in Japan
must register their place of residence at their local City/
Ward Office (within 14 days of moving-in).

*If you do not register within 90 days after arriving or
changing the address without a legitimate reason, your
status of residence may be cancelled.

Required Items
(D Passport
(2 Resident Card
(Not required if the card was not issued at an airport)

Obligation

All the foreign nationals except for those under 16
are obligated to carry their Resident Card (or Alien
Registration Card) with them at all times.

Expiration Date of the Resident Card

The resident card will expire on the expiration date
of period of stay. For those under 16, the card will
expire on the expiration date of period of stay or their
16" birthday, whichever comes first. If their birthday
comes first, they need to renew the validity period of
the card before the expiration date.

The card will be renewed when an application for an
extension of the period of residence is granted by the
Immigration Bureau in the region.

Copy of the Certificate of Residence (Jumin-hyo)

This will be the proof of your residence. Your name,
date of birth, sex, address in Japan, nationality/region
and status of residence, etc. are written on the
certificate. To get a copy of the certificate, take your
passport or resident card (or alien registration card) to
the local City/Ward Office (also available by post). It
will cost 300-350 yen for each.

<Change of Address>

International researchers who change the address
must complete the following procedures within 14 days
from the date of moving in.

If moving within Kyoto or Uji City

A "Notification of Change of Address" (Tenkyo
(Tennyu) Todoke) must be submitted together with your
passport and resident card (or alien registration card) to
the local City/Ward Office to register the new address.

If moving to Kyoto or Uji City from another city

(D A "Notification of Moving Out" (Tenshutsu Todoke)
must be submitted to the local City/Ward Office
where you are moving out. You will then be issued
with a "Change of Address Certificate" (Tenshutsu
Shomei-sho).

(@ The "Change of Address Certificate" must be
submitted together with your passport, resident card
(or alien registration card), and a "Notification of
Moving In (Tennyu Todoke)" to the new local City/
Ward Office.

Public Medical Insurance Policy

There are two types in Japan; one that is joined
through an employer, the other is the national health
insurance for those who are not employed.

<National Health Insurance>

Once enrolled a health insurance card will be issued.
The card must be shown whenever treatment is received
at a hospital or clinic. Card holders only need to pay
30% of medical expenses.

*You may enroll the insurance although your length of
stay is three months (except for those with a
temporary visitor visa). Please contact the local City/
Ward Office for more details.

Payment of Health Insurance Premium
The annual premium is paid in ten (monthly)
installments from June to March. Calculation of the
annual premium is based on the applicant's previous
year's income in Japan.
*Once the insurance premium is set, it does not change no
matter how many times a policy holder receives medical
treatment during the year.
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Methods of Payment

(D Automatic withdrawal from a bank account
(Application necessary)

(2 Manual payment with a payment slip at a bank, the
City/Ward Office, or convenience store

Insurance Card

Policy holders must present the insurance card at the
reception desk before receiving treatment. This
insurance is valid throughout Japan.

Health Insurance Regulations

- It is against the law to lend, borrow, buy or sell the
health insurance card and such activities are subject
to punishment.

« If you change address, you must notify the new
City/Ward Office within 2 weeks. Also, if you are
moving into or out of Kyoto City, update your
insurance payments at the City/Ward Office of the
old address.

+ Expired health insurance cards cannot be used. Ask
the City/Ward Office to issue a new card.

+ Photocopied health insurance cards are not accepted.

 If policy holders enroll in employee's health
insurance, they must return their cards to the City/
Ward Office.

National Health Insurance cannot be used in the
following instances
« Normal pregnancy or childbirth
« Abortion for financial reasons
» Yearly check-ups, cosmetic surgery, orthodontic
treatment and vaccinations
« Illness or injury caused by fighting or other willful
misconduct

Receiving medical treatment without an
insurance card

People who forget to bring the card when receiving
medical treatment must pay the entire amount of the
bill. However, they can file for a reimbursement later by
taking the card, the receipt, statement and bankbook in
the name of the head of family to the City/Ward Office.
After processing the claim, the City/Ward Office will
reimburse 70% of the medical expenses.

2. Legal Procedures (A)

High Cost Medical Fees (Kogaku-ryoyohi)

This scheme provides a refund for the portion of
medical expenses that exceeds the established limit for
expenses paid at the same medical institution in a single
month.

<National Health Insurance Policy Holders>

Several months after the treatment, policy holders
living in Kyoto City will receive a notification of
eligibility for a refund from the city office. Please file
for a refund with this notification. Those who live in
Uji City will not receive it. Please file for a refund the
month following the month of the treatment.

You will need the receipts provided by the hospital/
clinic to apply for the refund, so make sure to keep the

receipts.

Alternatively, if the patients under 70 years of age are
hospitalized, and if they present a certificate issued by
their City/Word office showing the predetermined limit
for the portion of medical costs to be borne by the
patient (gendogaku tekiyo ninteisho), then they will
only be required to make a payment up to that limit.

The Premium for the Next Fiscal Year

(Important)
An Income Declaration Form (Shotoku Shinkokusho)
is sent to National Health Insurance (NHI) policy
holders living in Kyoto City, around March to determine
the premium for the next fiscal year. Please fill out the
form and send it back to the office by the deadline.
Residents of Uji city will not receive this form in the
mail, and are asked to go to the municipal tax division
of the city hall to fill it out when the time comes
(February to March every year). The premium for the
next year will not be calculated correctly otherwise.
Those who forget to complete this process, will have to
go to the City/Ward Office with their NHI card for
adjustment of the premium amount.

If those who hold the status of residence of "College
Student" or "Cultural Activities" choose to stay in Japan
as paid researchers at Kyoto University, they must have
their status of residence changed to "Professor" at the
immigration office. Applications may be made as soon
as possible.

If you do not receive this card at the Immigration
Office within 2 months of the expiry of the current
permit, you will become an illegal resident. Applications
should be filed well in advance for this reason.

Short Leave from Japan and Re-entry

If researchers wish to temporarily leave Japan during
the contract period, they must notify their host professor
and their administrative office in advance.

<A special re-entry permit>

When foreign nationals with a valid passport and a
resident card (or an alien registration card) re-enter
Japan within one year of the departure (or by the
expiration date of the period of stay if it expires within
one year of the departure), they will not be required to
apply for a re-entry permit, in principle.

You have to check the box on the Embarkation and
Disembarkation Card for Reentrant (ED card), and be
sure to present the ED card with your residence card
(or alien registration card) at departure.

If you leave Japan with a special re-entry permit, you
cannot extend the valid date of the permit in abroad.

Therefore, if you re-enter Japan after the expiration
date of the period of stay, please extend your visa in
Japan.

After receiving the Certificate of Eligibility for each
family member, send them to your family.

"Dependent" visa. The documents necessary will vary
according to each country. Please inquire at the
Japanese Embassy/Consulate in your home country.

<Prior to the researcher's arrival in Japan>

Kyoto University International Service Office can
apply for Certificates of Eligibility on behalf of
researchers' families if the family's application is
requested at the same time as the researcher's (even if
the family is to enter Japan at a later date than the
researcher). However, the office cannot process family
documents once the researcher's application has been
completed.

When a child is born

If a child is born during your stay in Japan, please
make sure to conduct the following procedures:

Required Procedures

(D Send or take the birth notice (postcard) that is
attached to the Mother-Child Health Handbook to
the City/Ward Office.

(2 The mother or the father living with the child must
register the birth by taking the birth certificate
(Shussho Shomei-sho) issued by the hospital and the
Mother-Child Health Handbook (Boshi-kenko-
techo), and receive a birth registration receipt

of Residence for the parents and the child (within 14
days after the child's birth)

(@ Apply for the Certificate of Eligibility status

Bureau by taking the receipt (from (2)), the parents'
passports and the Certificate of Residence for the
parents and the child, and receive a Resident Card
for the child (within 30 days after the child's birth).

Also, contact your home country's embassy/consulate
in Japan to obtain a passport for the child, and add the
child to your Japanese health insurance policy as soon
as possible.

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For those who were unable to obtain accommodation
at one of the university's International Houses or whose
tenancy at an International house is expiring, it is
necessary to look for alternative accommodations such
as private apartments.

To find an apartment, visit the Kyoto University CO-
OP "Renais" or a real estate agency near the location of
choice. Housing consultation and the viewing of
properties are free of charge; however, commission will
be charged by the realtor when signing a contract.

It is customary in Japan to pay key money and a
deposit in addition to the monthly rent when renting an
apartment. The key money and deposit generally add
up to the equivalent of two or three months rent. Most
apartments may also ask for a guarantor to co-sign the
lease.

It is
used to cover any damage caused by the tenant during
or after vacating, and serves as insurance against
unpaid rent etc. The deposit is paid at the beginning of
occupancy and the amount left over after subtracting
necessary fees such as room cleaning, repairs, etc., may
be refunded to the tenant depending on the landlord.

<Maintenance Fees (Kyoekihi/Kanrihi)>

Money paid to cover maintenance of communal
facilities (lights at the entrance and corridor, cleaning
of communal areas, etc.)

<Other Necessary Payments>

Fire insurance, etc.

Kyoto city requires that “household refuse" (garbage/
paper items) and “recyclable garbage" (aluminum cans/
glass bottles/PET bottles/plastic containers and
wrappings) put out for collection be placed in specially
designated bags.

Driver's License

In Japan, vehicles are driven on the left side of the
road. Drivers and passengers alike are required to wear
seat belts in cars and helmets on motorcycles. If found
to be driving under the influence of alcohol, the driver
will be severely punished. Car inspections are required.
The first inspection is 3 years after the purchase of a
new car, and then every 2 years thereafter. All vehicles
must be insured.

<International Driving Permit>

An International Driving Permit from a country
recognized under the "Geneva Convention" can be used
in Japan.

*If you have a driver's license of Italy, Switzerland,
Germany, France, Belgium, and Taiwan, you can drive
a car with an official Japanese translation of your
driver's license.

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Bicycles

Please be sure to follow the rules below for safe
cycling:

<Rules>

« Bicycles are ridden on the left side of the street in
general. It is permissible to ride on side walks if there
is a sign indicating that bicycles are allowed (Jitensha
Hodo Tsukoka).

+ Bicycles are not allowed to turn right at intersections
like cars. If there is a bicycle crossing nearby, cyclists
should cross there first.

+ Dismount the bicycle and walk in crowded areas.

» Riding while under the influence of alcohol and
carrying passengers, as well as riding abreast of other
bicycles are prohibited by law.

« Use a light when cycling at night.

« Do not use a cell-phone or wear a headset/
headphones while riding a bicycle.

+ Lock the bicycle when parking.

+ Children are required to wear helmets.

+ Do not use umbrellas while riding bicycles.

+ Abide by the traffic lights.

- Abide by signs indicating a temporary stop.

*Failing to abide by the rules may result in being fined
or penalized.

<Crime prevention registration>

Bicycle registration (bohan toroku) is required by
law. Bring identification and proof of address when
purchasing a bicycle. The cost of registration is ¥500.
Registration is valid for 5 years. Please make sure to
keep the receipt given by the shop. If the bicycle is
registered in someone else's name, be sure to change
the registered name. If the bicycle is stolen, report to
the police with the bicycle registration receipt.

<Points to be aware of when parking bicycles>
Bicycles parked unlawfully on side walks cause great
inconvenience to pedestrians and drivers alike. Be sure
to park only in the designated areas.
Bicycles parked in bicycle prohibited zones such as
in front of stations, etc., will be removed in accordance
with Kyoto City regulations.

<To reclaim removed bicycles>

Removed bicycles are kept at the bike pound for 4
weeks from the day following the removal. If unclaimed
within this period, they will be disposed of.

<Buying a bicycle>

Besides buying a bicycle new, there is always the
option of buying one used from the numerous Recycle
Shops that operate within Kyoto City.

Do not abandon the bicycle when leaving the country.
Be sure to make the necessary arrangements to have it
picked up as oversized garbage (see page 34), or have it
reused by taking it to any of the previously mentioned
shops that deal with used bicycles.

Road Restrictions

Roller skates, roller blades, inline skates, kickboards,
etc. are prohibited from use on roads that are shared
with cars, bicycles and/or pedestrians. Note also that
parks often have rules against their use.
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6. Education

Nursery School

A nursery school (Hoiku-sho) is a child welfare
facility that looks after infants and toddlers whose
guardians have a special need due to work or illness.
Reasons such as wishing to provide preschool
education or help prepare children for their transition
into a school environment are not sufficient for entry.
Children under 1 years of age to pre-elementary may be
accepted, depending on the individual facilities. The
fees are determined according to the guardians' income.
There are public and private nursery schools in Japan.

How to enroll

nursery school with documentation of the reason why
day care is necessary (e.g. guardians' employment
certificate, school certificate), and a document stating
annual income (e.g. withholding certificate, tax
payment slip).

The International Center offers Japanese language
courses to international students and researchers of
Kyoto University. The first (spring) semester is from
April to July and the second (fall) semester is from
October to February. Applicants will be given an
interview or a placement test at the beginning of each
semester.

One day a week classes are offered at roughly three
levels: elementary, intermediate and advanced.

The three day a week course, consisting of 6 classes
(9 hours) a week, is a beginner's level course designed
for those who wish to concentrate on studying the
Japanese language. Once registered, participants must
attend all classes; therefore, it is necessary for them to
first obtain permission from their host professor before
registering.

Distance learning classes for intermediate Japanese
are also offered at the Uji and Katsura campuses.

A course catalogue and registration packet are
available twice a year, around late March and late
September, at faculty/graduate school offices and the
Foreign Student Division. They are also available on
the Internet at the address below.

It is not possible to enroll after the registration
deadline, and the classes are not open to students' and
researchers' family members.

The Center also offers a short “Japanese hiragana"
course before the beginning of each semester. No
application is required. For further information, please
check the bulletin board of the relevant faculty/graduate
school office.

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10. Before Leaving Japan

Moving out of a Rented House/Apartment

Before moving out of a rented house/apartment, give
the landlord or the real estate company at least one
month’s notice in advance (see your contract for exact
requirements). If the notice is given at the last minute,
the next month’s rent will be charged.

Clean the accommodation thoroughly and return it to
its original condition, otherwise repair fees will be
deducted from the deposit (Shiki-kin). When disposing
of large-sized garbage such as household furniture,
futons, bicycles, etc. contact the City/Ward Office.

According to the law, air-conditioners, TVs, washing
machines, clothes driers, refrigerators and computers
cannot be disposed of as large-scale garbage. Contact
the shop where the appliance was purchased, electronic
stores, or the manufacturer to arrange for disposal. In
all cases, a disposal fee will be charged.
