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Founded in June of 1897, Kyoto University has a long history and enduring traditions. The main campus is
located in the historic city of Kyoto, a center of traditional Japanese culture.

Since its founding, the University has been dedicated to furthering higher education and fostering an
atmosphere of free academic exchange. Graduates of the University play important roles in both national
and international affairs, as key players in politics, industry, and society.

As of May 1, 2022, Kyoto University is comprised of 10 faculties, 18 graduate schools, 12 research
institutes, 26 centers and other organizations. Approximately 2,800 of the university’s 23,000 students hail
from overseas. With students from approximately 110 different countries and regions, the university’s

campuses boast a rich cultural diversity.
