- As a rule, tuition is to be paid in two instalments: in
May and in November. A bank transfer application
will be sent to the address designated by students
around the middle of May and November.

- Payments should be made by bank transfer into the
account designated by the University. For
information on how to pay, please refer to the
website below, “Admission fee and tuition payments
methods.” If the person paying the expenses (parents
or other relatives, etc.) lives outside Japan and has
difficulty paying by bank transfer, please contact the
administrative office of your faculty/graduate school.

- Upon request, it is possible to pay for the second
semester together with the payment for the first
semester.

- Should tuition fees be revised during a student’s
period of enrollment, the new amount will become
effective from that point on.

- Note that those who fail to pay tuition fees for two
semesters will be expelled from the university.

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Exception of Tuition

Regular undergraduate and graduate students with
excellent academic records who experience financial
difficulty may be eligible for a full or half tuition exemption.
Application information is put on the bulletin boards of
the Student Affairs Division and faculty/graduate school
offices, and on the Kyoto University website. Students who
wish to apply for the tuition exemption are advised to pay
close attention to the notice.

Since the number of students who receive the tuition
exemption is limited, the selection process is
competitive. Please ensure that you have sufficient
financial resources before enrolling at Kyoto University.

Mandatory Annual Health Checkups

Kyoto University’s annual health checkup is offered by
university health officials in April every year. The
university also offers health checkups in November for
new students enrolled in autumn. The schedule for the
health check is posted on bulletin boards at faculty/
graduate school offices. Health check results can be
issued from the certificate-issuing machine (ref. P. 28).
Please refer to the website of the Occupational Welfare
Division below for health checkups, health consultations,
and first aid available on campus for students.

Please note that health checkups are not conducted
at the University Hospital. They provide outpatient
treatment, and in principle, a referral letter from
another medical institution is required for the first visit
(ref. P. 42 “In Case of Illness”). For details, please refer
to the hospital website below.

Notices for Students from the University

Administration offices post notices for students on
KULASIS (the Kyoto University Liberal Arts Syllabus
Information System) or their bulletin boards. Once
posted, notices are considered delivered. Students are
individually responsible for checking the relevant
bulletin boards (at least once a day) to ensure that
they have accurate up-to-date information.

Please note that the university is unable to convey
messages to students from family members, friends,
etc., including requests for students to contact them.
The university does not, as a general rule, respond to
external inquiries regarding students’ addresses,
telephone numbers, etc.
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The student ID verifies the holder’s status as a Kyoto
University student. Students should always carry their
ID cards and be ready to present them when
requested by faculty or staff. Student ID cards are not
to be lent or given to others. Most students receive a
student ID card from the faculty or graduate school
that issued their acceptance letter. e

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< Regular (Degree-Seeking) Students >
The student ID for regular students also serves as a pass
to enter the Main Library, the Institute for Information
Management and Communication (IIMC), and the
Academic Center for Computing and Media Studies
(ACCMS). It can also be used as ID when entering and
leaving university facilities, and to obtain certificates from
on-campus certificate-issuing machines. To buy a
student-fare ticket or commuter pass, the student ID
must be presented to the station staff on request.
Read Errors
If a Student ID Card of a regular (degree-seeking)
student gives a read error when scanned at a
certificate-issuing machine or a library, it may have a
broken IC chip. Students experiencing this problem are
advised to contact their faculty or graduate school
and apply for a replacement card.

If a Student ID Card gives a read error when swiped,
there may be a problem with its magnetic stripe.
Students experiencing this problem are advised to
bring their cards to the Educational Planning Division
of the Education Promotion and Student Support
Department (Institute for Liberal Arts and Sciences
Bldg., 2nd floor) to have the magnetic stripe data
rewritten free of charge. If the stripe is found to be
physically damaged, the entire card will be replaced
for a minimal fee.

< Non-Regular (Non-Degree-Seeking) Students >
Non-regular students including research students and
exchange students are required to apply for a separate
library card, which serves as the pass for the library,
IIMC and ACCMS. In most cases, non-regular students
are not eligible for student discounts on transportation.

< Loss, Theft, or Damage >

It must be reported promptly to the student affairs
office of the holder’s faculty or graduate school so
that a replacement may be issued. To obtain a
replacement ID Card, students are required to pay a
1,000-yen fee at a CO-OP store, obtain a certificate of
payment, affix the certificate to a replacement
application form, and submit the form to their faculty
or graduate school.

In the event of a loss or theft, students must immediately
report the matter to the police to prevent unauthorized
use by the third party and obtain from the police a report
acceptance number (Todokede Juri Bango), which is
required when applying for a replacement.

Student Discount for Public Transportation [Gakuwari]

Student discount for public transportation is generally
for regular (degree-seeking) students and not
applicable for non-regular (non-degree-seeking)
students.

< Student Commuter Pass (Tsugaku Teiki-ken) >
Regular students can purchase a student commuter
pass at bus, train, and subway station counters. To
purchase the pass, students must present their
student ID and the certificate “Tsugaku Shomeisho”
which certifies that they commute to and from the
university. The Tsugaku Shomeisho can be obtained
from the certificate-issuing machines at several
locations on campus (see P.28).

Non-regular students, who are not eligible for a
student commuter pass, tend to use prepaid coupon
tickets or a commuter’s pass.

< Public Transportation Discount >

Regular students can use a student discount certificate
for Japan Railways (JR) on trips exceeding 101km one
way. The certificate is available from the dispensing
machine on campus. Other trains, ferries, and buses
may also accept the certificate, so students should ask
the relevant transportation provider in advance.
Student discount applies only to the standard fare and
not to express, sleeper car, or green tickets.

< Transportation in Kyoto City >

There are various public transportation services in

Kyoto City: subway, buses, and trains (JR, Keihan,

Kintetsu, Hankyu railways). All sell prepaid cards and

commuter passes. A subway/bus/train combination

prepaid card is also available.

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Certificate-Issuing Machines on Campus

Issuing machines are installed at 15 locations on campus.
Most of the certificates issued by the university, such as
commuter pass certificates (Tsugaku Shomei-sho),
student discount certificates (both of which are for
regular (degree-seeking) students only), and Japanese
Government (Monbukagakusho: MEXT) scholarship
certificates, are issued (free of charge) by issuing
machines.

Please refer to the university website below for
details on certificates available from issuing machines,
installation locations, operating hours, etc. If you have
any questions, please contact your faculty/graduate
school office.

When using the automatic certificate issuing
machine, it is necessary to authenticate your student
ID card and enter the password for your student
account (ECS-ID). Please operate by touching the
screen according to the voice guidance and the
instructions on the screen (Japanese/English).

< DO NOT >

- The university prohibits the transmission of
information that is discriminatory, defamatory,
insulting or harassing, infringes on the privacy of any
individual, is a breach of confidentiality, infringes on
copyrights or other property rights, is punishable by
law and/or may otherwise incur civil liability.

- Do not engage in acts, such as the unauthorized use
of software, which infringe property rights,
copyrights, or other laws. Do not engage in any acts
that are liable for punishment under the law.

< Restriction on Use of P2P File Sharing Software * >

-Using P2P File Sharing Software in the Kyoto
University network is prohibited.

- Distributing materials with copyrights violates
copyright laws.

- Downloading music and pictures knowing they are
obtained illegally is a violation of the law.

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Leave of Absence, Readmission, and Withdrawal

Students seeking a leave of absence, readmission, or withdrawal should consult with their academic advisor first,
then conduct the necessary procedures at their faculty/graduate school offices.

< Request for Temporary Leave of Absence >
Students who take more than three months leave from the university for reasons of sickness or injury must submit a
request to their faculty/graduate school office. A medical certificate must be attached in the case of sick leave. To
extend the period of absence, students must submit an extension request before the originally granted period expires.
If a student takes a leave of absence from the beginning of a semester, the tuition for the semester will not be
charged. Full-semester tuition must be paid when a student takes leave in the middle of a semester. However, when
the starting date of a leave of absence falls between April 2 and May 1 (or October 2 and November 1), and when
the request is made by the end of April (or the end of October), tuition for one month will be charged, but tuition
for the remaining five months will be exempted.

< Readmission Request (Readmission Form) >

Readmission after leaving due to sickness requires submission of the following to one's faculty/graduate school
office: an “Application for Interview to Resume University Attendance” (designated by the Student Support Center,
Agency for Student Support and Disability Resources), a Kyoto University Readmission Request, and a medical
certificate from a primary physician.

If, when taking a leave of absence for reasons other than sickness, a student wishes to return to the university
before the leave of absence expires, they must submit a Readmission Report. If they do not, they will be considered
to have taken a leave of absence for the entire period requested. If a student returns from a leave of absence in the
middle of a semester, the tuition for the elapsed month(s) of the semester will be exempted.

< Points to Be Aware of When Taking a Leave of Absence/Being Readmitted to the University >
According to the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act, if international students with a “Student”
resident status do not continue studying or researching for more than 3 months due to a leave of absence from
school, etc., they must leave Japan promptly unless a legitimate reason for staying in Japan (hospitalization, etc.) *.
In that case, the “Student” resident status must be abandoned in principle even if they are planning to return to the
university within the term of validity of the current “Student” status of residence. As a rule, neither “special re-entry
permission” nor “re-entry permission” can be used. Therefore, they must return their residence card to the
immigration officer at the airport upon departure.

In addition, please submit the Overseas Travel Notification through the Kyoto University Management System for
International Education and Student Mobility (KUIESM) or at the faculty/graduate school office before departure.

When returning to university, international students need to obtain a Certificate of Eligibility (COE) through the
university, and then a “Student” visa at the Embassy/Consulate General of Japan (or the Japanese visa application
center) in their country. Please obtain information such as the required documents for visa application from the
Japanese diplomatic mission.

International students who continue staying in Japan for a valid reason need to change their resident status
according to the reason. If continuing to stay in Japan in violation of the Immigration Control and Refugee
Recognition Act, the resident status will be subject to cancellation (see P.14 “Revocation of Status of Residence”).
Also, having part-time work in Japan during the leave of absence is not allowed. For more information, please refer
to the university website mentioned below.

* A leave of absence for financial reasons is not permitted by the Immigration Bureau as a valid reason.

< Withdrawal Request >
Students must submit a withdrawal request and have it approved before withdrawing from the university. Students
withdrawing without doing so will continue to be considered as registered and will continue to be charged tuition, etc.

< Points to Be Aware of When Withdrawing from the University >

“Student” resident status is only valid while the holder is attending the university. Even if the period of residence

status is valid, those who withdraw from the university must notify the Immigration Bureau of their withdrawal

within 14 days of withdrawal. They must then return to their home countries or change their resident status if they

remain in Japan (ref.P.72 “Procedures Regarding Status of Residence”). Failing to abide by the law may result in a

revocation of resident status (ref.P.14).

- Kintetsu Railway (between Kyoto Sta. and Yamato-Saidaiji Sta.)
