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Important Notices for international students who temporarily leave or re-enter Japan without taking a leave of absence
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Kyoto University manages the status of residence of each international student based on Article 19-17 of the
Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act.

If there is any change in the information related to their status of residence, international students must access
“KUIESM” system via KULASIS (using ECS-ID) and update the information of status of residence on this.
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This information is mainly for international students with “Student” (Ryugaku) status of residence. International
students with a status of residence other than “Student,” must confirm the necessary procedures with the
Regional Immigration Services Bureau for their area of residence.
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For details of the procedures to be followed by persons with “Student” status of residence who will take a
leave of absence from the university, please see another document titled “Important Notices for international
students who will take a leave of absence and return to Kyoto University”.

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& Note: If you leave Japan without “Special re-entry permission” or “Re-entry permission”,
you are considered to have relinquished the status of residence that you hold at that time.

In this case, you must obtain a new visa before returning to Japan.

It may take a considerable period of time to obtain a new visa.

Therefore, in the case of a temporary departure from Japan without taking a leave of absence while
enrolled at the university, please be sure to obtain “Special re-entry permission” or “Re-entry permission”
before leaving Japan.

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Departure from and re-entry to Japan with “Special re-entry permission” *1
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Please check the appropriate checkbox on the embarkation and disembarkation card (ED card), and present
the ED card and your residence card when leaving Japan.
(You do not need to apply for “Special re-entry permission” in advance.)
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*1 As a general rule, persons who hold a valid passport and a residence card who leave Japan and return within
one year from the date of departure (or before the term of validity of their status of residence expires, if that is
less than one year) are not required to obtain re-entry permission.

Please note that persons who have left Japan with “Special re-entry permission” cannot extend the term of
validity of the “Special re-entry permission” while they are overseas.

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*2 Provided more than one year remains before the expiration of the term of validity of your status of residence,
if you will return to Japan after a period of one year or more from the date of departure from Japan, you will
need to obtain advance “Re-entry permission” prior to your departure. You do not need to obtain a new visa,
provided advance “Re-entry permission” has been obtained before leaving Japan.

There are two types of re-entry permit: one that is valid for only one departure and re-entry, and a multiple re-
entry permit that can be used multiple times. The term of validity of a re-entry permit will expire on the
expiration date of your status of residence.
