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Articles Prohibited and Restricted by Japanese Customs

In addition to weapons and narcotic drugs, it is
forbidden to enter Japan carrying animal products,
plants, and articles which violate intellectual property
rights or copyrights. There are also other items which
are regulated by customs. Failure to comply with these
restrictions may result in punishment, expulsion from
the university, or suspension of scholarship. Please note
that goods other than those mentioned above may be
subject to taxation. For details regarding articles
prohibited or restricted, please refer to the websites
listed below.

Illegal Drug Possession

The possession and/or use of cannabis (marijuana),
narcotic and psychotropic drugs, opium, stimulants,
thinners, MDMA etc. are strictly prohibited by law in
Japan. Violators will be arrested and prosecuted as
criminals, and will receive severe punishments that include
but are not limited to imprisonment and deportation.
Failure to comply with the law will also result in
suspension of scholarship, and expulsion from the
university. Drugs are highly addictive, and there is a high
probability that its usage will escalate once experienced.
Drugs will destroy your physical and mental health, and
destroy relationships with family and friends.
DO NOT USE these drugs under any circumstance.

Beware Billing Scams

False billing scams are becoming increasingly common.

If you receive an invoice charging you for services that

you have never used (e.g. charges for paid websites that

you are not familiar with), please respond as follows:

- lgnore requests for unrecognized charges, however,
be sure to retain the billing postcards, e-mails, or
documents that you received.

- Never contact the sender.

- If you received the billing request via e-mail, set the sender’s
address as spam mail to stop receiving their messages.

- Do not make a judgment on the request’s validity by
yourself, seek advice from the police, your family,
acquaintances at the university, etc.

Watch Out for Theft

There have been cases of theft (including the theft of
unattended bags and other items) at various locations on
Kyoto University’s campuses, including the gymnasium, club
rooms, athletic grounds, lecture rooms, and laboratories.
The university’s campuses are open to the general public,
and not everyone on campus is a student or a member of
the university’s faculty or staff. Make sure that you always
keep your valuable items on your person, and to never
leave your belongings unattended, even momentarily.

Be sure to register your bicycle (ref P.36) and lock it
when parking for any length of time (it is highly
recommended to use two locks).

Information Security at Kyoto University

Always follow the rules and use the information network
at Kyoto University in an appropriate manner.

<DO>

- Complete the Information Security e-Learning course
every year.

- Keep your account ID and password safe.

- Install security updates for your PC’s OS, anti-malware
software, and applications as soon as they become available.

- Use antivirus software under proper license contract.

- Follow the rules prescribed by Kyoto University
and your faculty/graduate school, as well as the
rules set for individual information systems.

<DO NOT>

- The university prohibits the transmission of
information that is discriminatory, defamatory,
insulting or harassing, infringes on the privacy of any
individual, is a breach of confidentiality, infringes on
copyrights or other property rights, is punishable by
law and/or may otherwise incur civil liability.

- Do not engage in acts, such as the unauthorized
use of software, that infringe property rights,
copyrights or other laws. Do not engage in any
acts that are liable for punishment under law.

<Restriction on the Use of P2P File Sharing Software* >

-Using P2P File Sharing Software in Kyoto
University network is prohibited.

- Distributing materials with copyrights violates
copyright laws.

- Downloading of music and pictures knowing they
are obtained illegally is a violation of the law.

Family and Daily Life

Following the birth of a child, the parents must obtain
a Birth Certificate issued by the hospital, and go to the
City/Ward Office for Resident Registration and National
Health Insurance, to the appropriate diplomatic mission
in Japan for a passport, and to the Immigration Bureau
for Status of Residence. “One-Time Financial Assistance
for Childbirth” will be granted to National Health
Insurance subscribers on application to the City/Ward
Office. Those who join other health insurance programs
in Japan will also receive a lump sum birth allowance
on request to the relevant insurance providers.
