However, the university does not have the authority to install new crosswalks on
public roads surrounding the campus. Such installations are decided by the local police
(Public Safety Commission) based on a comprehensive assessment of factors such
as the volume of pedestrians and traffic.

In light of your request, the university will assess the current traffic conditions and
pedestrian movement patterns in the area, and will consider taking appropriate
measures—such as consulting with or submitting requests to the local police station—
to strengthen safety measures in the vicinity and explore the possibility of installing a
crosswalk.

We ask for your continued understanding and cooperation in maintaining a safe
campus environment.
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
