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In principal, only those who have “Student” status of residence are eligible to receive the services for international students.

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A: At the Port of Entry (Residence Card)

A residence card shall be issued to the newly arrived foreign nationals who intend to remain in Japan for a period
of over three months. For those who are arriving at New Chitose, Narita, Haneda, Chubu, Kansai, Hiroshima, and
Fukuoka Airports, the residence card will be issued after the immigration examination. For those who are arriving at
airports other than those mentioned above or ports, the card will be sent to their address in Japan after submitting
a Notification of Place of Residence to their municipal office. The residence card will NOT be issued for those with
a Temporary Visitor’s Visa or a Student Visa with a 3-month period of stay. The residence card includes card
holder’s name, date of birth, nationality/region, address in Japan*, residence status, period of residence, and
whether he/she can work. It is required by law to carry at all times and will expire on the same day as the
student’s status of residence.

Other than when foreign nationals newly enter Japan, residence cards are issued when they receive permission to
extend their period of stay or when they receive permission to change their status of residence (See P.18).

The following unauthorized uses of a residence card are prohibited by law and are subject to criminal charges
(possible imprisonment), cancellation of resident status (see P. 16), and/or deportation.

- Not complying with the obligation to apply for and carry the card, not present it upon request by the relevant

authorities.

- Making a counterfeit card and possessing and/or using such a card.

- Lending, borrowing, buying, or selling the card.
* For new arrivals to Japan, the residence card issued during immigration procedures at the arrival airport does not
usually contain their address. The address is entered on the back of their residence card when they register their
residential address at their local ward office/city hall (See P. 6 & 8).

When You Receive Your Residence Card

Be sure to check which type of residence status you have and the period of stay. In principle, international students
at Kyoto University are required to have “Student” residence status. The period of stay for persons with “Student”
residence status is individually designated by the Minister of Justice, up to a maximum of four years and three
months.

Submitting Information on Your Status of Residence

Based on Article 19-17 of the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act, our university regularly reports to
the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) and the Immigration Services Agency of
Japan regarding the start and end of acceptance of international students and their enrollment status.

All international students enrolled at KU with the "Student" residence status must submit information regarding
their residence status and a copy of their residence card (front and back) to the university through "Kyoto University
Management System of International Education and Student Mobility (KUIESM)" at the following times:
® Upon enrollment
® \When extending your period of stay (See p.18)
® \When changing your status of residence (See p.18)
® \When obtaining a work permit (Permission to Engage in Activity other than that Permitted under the Status of

Residence Previously Granted/See p.24)
® \When updating your address at the city/ward office (See p.8)
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B: At the City/Ward Office
(Resident Registration, National Pension, National Health Insurance)

All foreign nationals who will be in Japan for a period of over three months must register their place of residence,
to enrol in the National Pension System and National Health Insurance at their local City Ward Office as soon as
they settle in.

They are required to submit original or official copies of certificates such as their marriage license, birth certificates,
and family registers, which demonstrate their relationship with each family member. If these certificates are written
in a language other than Japanese, it is necessary to attach a brief Japanese translation.

For those relocating within Japan, you should submit the “Change of Address” to the post office so that the post

office may forward mail and a parcel to your new address in Japan for one year.
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My Number (Individual Number) : Social Security and Tax Number System

Upon registering your residency, an "Individual Number Notice" (B AZES:@HZE) containing your 12-digit My Number
will be mailed to all residents (including foreign nationals). This number is essential for administrative procedures,
such as when starting a part-time job or visiting local government offices.

After receiving the notice, you can apply for a "My Number (Individual Number) Card" (See p. 9 for a sample My

Number Card). By obtaining this card and registering it for use, it can serve as your health insurance card ("Myna
Health Insurance Card"). Additionally, having a My Number Card allows you to perform some residence-related
procedures online. For further details, please refer to the websites of the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare or
the Immigration Services Agency of Japan.
[Important: Validity and Extension] For foreign residents (excluding Permanent Residents), the expiration date of
your My Number (Individual Number) Card matches your period of stay at the time of issuance. If you extend your
period of stay, you must visit your local city/ward office to extend the card's validity before it expires. Please note
that no notification will be sent before the expiration date. If the card expires, it becomes invalid, and a re-issuance
fee (approx. 1,000 yen) will apply. If your residence extension application is pending and your new residence card
has not yet been issued, you can apply for a special two-month extension of the card’s validity by processing the
request at your local city/ward office in advance.

When leaving Japan for good, you must return your My Number Card. Please bring the card with you when
submitting your moving-out notification at your local city/ward office (See p. 80).

National Pension System (NPS)

The National Pension System (NPS) is a mutual support system providing financial security for old age or disability.
All residents in Japan aged 20-59, including foreign nationals, must join.

® Application & Payment: Apply at your local city/ward office. Pay the monthly premium (17,510 yen for FY2025)
using the slips sent to your home.
® Exemptions (Annual application required):
- Regular (Degree-seeking) students: Student Payment Special Provision ( Z4E#R{T454] )
- Non-regular (Non-degree-seeking) students (research students, exchange students, etc.): General Exemption ( —f&%bx )
® Social Security Agreements: Check if your country has an agreement with Japan to avoid double payments or
totalize coverage periods.

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National Health Insurance (NHI)

National Health Insurance (NHI BER#E{RIR ) is the public medical insurance. In principle, all international students
residing in Japan for periods of over three months with “Student” residence status are required to be covered by
NHI. Students with a “Temporary Visitor Visa” or a “Student Visa (with a 3-month period of stay)” will not be eligible
for the NHI and are highly encouraged to buy travel insurance that covers overseas medical costs, before coming to
Japan. Individuals with a “Student Visa (with a 3-month period of stay)” may still be covered under the NHI, on the
condition that they provide written proof from Kyoto University, indicating their scheduled period of stay.
Details on the NHI are explained in the “National Health Insurance Guidebook” in four languages (Japanese,
English, Chinese, and Korean).

< Usage and Health Insurance Identification >
Upon enrolling in the National Health Insurance (NHI), you will first be issued a Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate
(B8RS ). Please refer to p. 11 for a sample of the Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate.
® Usage at Medical Institutions: When visiting a hospital, clinic, or pharmacy, you must always bring this Health
Insurance Eligibility Certificate and present it at the reception desk.
® Out-of-Pocket Payment: By presenting the Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate, you will pay 30% of the total
eligible medical expenses at the counter, and the remaining 70% will be covered by the NHI.
® Treatments Not Covered by NHI (100% Self-Payment): The National Health Insurance does not cover the
following treatments or actions (the full cost must be paid by you):
Normal pregnancy and childbirth / Cosmetic surgery / Health checkups and vaccinations
Orthodontic treatment / Illness or injury caused by fighting and/or intentional or illegal acts
® Important Notice: Lending, borrowing, or selling the Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate is strictly prohibited
by law, and violators will be penalized.
® Validity: The Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate is valid throughout Japan, so be sure to carry it with you
when traveling.

Utilizing the My Number (Individual Number) Card
If you obtain a My Number Card and register it for use as a health insurance card (Health Insurance Eligibility
Registration), you can then use that card as your health insurance 1D (See p.10).

This My Number Card, registered for use as a health insurance card, is commonly known as the "Myna Health
Insurance Card".

[Important] For foreign residents (excluding Permanent Residents), the validity of the Myna Health Insurance Card is
linked to your My Number Card’s expiration date, which matches your period of stay. To continue using it as an

insurance card after extending your period of stay, you must also visit your local city/ward office to extend the
validity of your My Number Card.

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< Receiving Medical Treatment Without Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate or Myna Health Insurance Card >
Subscribers who forget to bring their Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate or Myna Health Insurance Card when
receiving medical treatment must pay the entire amount of the bill. However, they can file for reimbursement later
by taking the receipt, statement, householder’s bankbook, and Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate or Myna
Health Insurance Card to the City/Ward Office. After processing the claim, the City/Ward Office will reimburse 70%
of the medical expenses.

< Health Insurance Premium and Method of Payment >
The calculation of the annual premium is based on the subscriber’s previous year’s income in Japan. The annual
premium is paid in ten monthly instalments from June to March. International students are required to pay a
discounted premium of approximately 18,000 yen annually. Please note that the premium may increase according
to income from part-time jobs. Also, be aware that a delinquency charge will be added for overdue payments.
There are two methods of payment:
@ Manual payment with the payment slips at the bank, Japan Post Bank (W25 &£8817), the City/Ward Office, or
convenience stores.
@ Automatic withdrawal from a bank or a Japan Post Bank account (application necessary). To apply for the
automatic withdrawal, you will need your health insurance eligibility certificate or Myna health insurance card.

< Application for Premium Discount for the Next Fiscal Year >
An Income Declaration Form (Frf88BEE) is sent to National Health Insurance (NHI) policy holders living in Kyoto
City every year around March, to determine the premium for the next fiscal year. You are asked to fill out the form
and send it back to the office by the designated deadline.

Residents of Uji City will not receive this form in the mail and are asked to go to the municipal tax division of the
city hall to fill it out when the time comes (February to March every year).

If the subscribers forget to complete this process by the deadline, the premium will go up as the international
student discount will not apply. Those who forget to complete this process must go to the City/Ward Office with
their Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate (&#81#532& ) or Myna Health Insurance Card for adjustment.

< Change of Address >
Subscribers must complete the following procedures within 14 days of moving.
+ Moving within Kyoto City Please report your new address to the ward/branch office of your new district within 14 days
of moving. If you have a "Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate" (E#51#58E ), please return the old one and receive
a new one at the counter.
+ Moving to Kyoto City from Another City
1.Settle any outstanding insurance premiums at the municipal office of your previous city.
2.Within 14 days of moving to Kyoto City, complete the enrollment procedure for National Health Insurance at
the ward/branch office of your new district.

< Reimbursement of High Cost Medical Fees >

If the medical expenses you pay at a hospital or pharmacy within the same calendar month exceed a prescribed
limit (maximum out-of-pocket limit), the excess amount will be refunded. This limit is determined based on your age
and income. As of December 2025, for a single student with no income from part-time work (exempt from municipal
tax), the limit is 35,400 yen.

The application process depends on where you live:

® Kyoto City residents: An application form will be sent to your home approximately three months after the

month of treatment. Take this form to your local ward office or branch office to apply.

® Uji City residents: You will not receive a notification. You must go to the Uji City Hall in the month following

your treatment to complete the procedures.

Important: Keep all medical receipts issued by the hospital, as they may be required for the application.

If you present an "Eligibility Certificate for Maximum Amount Application" (REZBEMSRESL at the medical
institution, your payment at the counter will be capped at the maximum limit from the start. You can obtain this
certificate at your local City/Ward office.

If you use a Myna Health Insurance Card: You do not need to apply for the Eligibility Certificate for Maximum
Amount Application separately. By completing the necessary steps at the hospital reception when you check in,
your payment will automatically be limited to your out-of-pocket maximum.

C: At the Immigration Services Bureau

To maintain the validity of your residence status, you shall need to go to the regional Immigration Service Bureau
office or branch office which controls your residing area.

In order for newly arrived international residents and those who have moved from other prefectures to apply at
the Kyoto Branch Office of Osaka Regional Immigration Services Bureau, they must firstly register the place of
residence at the local City/Ward Office in Kyoto or Shiga and their new address must be indicated in the back of
their Residence Card. Unless the address indicated in the current Residence Card is Kyoto or Shiga, the application
at the Kyoto branch office is unacceptable.

If there are any changes to your status of residence (residence card) or address, you must promptly register and
update the information with the university through Kyoto University Management System of International Education
and Student Mobility (KUIESM).

Based on the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act, the university provides the Immigration Services
Bureau and the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) with information about
international students with “Student” visa status, including newly enrolled students, graduated students, and
student who have withdrawn, or been expelled from the university.

Revocation of Status of Residence

Under Japanese law, foreign nationals may have their
residence permission cancelled if their actual activities
in Japan differ from the activity specified by their
status of residence, or if they have submitted false
documents, etc. If a person with “Student” resident
status continues to stay in Japan under the “Student”
status despite the fact that they have not undertaken
study or research activities at a university for three
consecutive months or more (e.g. if they have
completed their studies, graduated, withdrawn or

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When Changing the Status of Residence to “Student”

In principle, international students at Kyoto University
are required to have “Student” residence status.
Scholarship applications and international student
events generally require “Student” status. If you have
been staying in Japan with a residence status other
than "Student" before enrolling at the University,
change your residence status to "Student" before
enrolling. Students with other status should consult
with their faculty/graduate school offices.

Changes in the status of residence from “Short-Term
Stay” to another type of status of residence after entry
to Japan are not usually approved without a special
reason. In this case, a certificate of eligibility and a
brief letter explaining the situation are required.

Regarding the status of residence, please refer to
P.34 if you are taking a leave of absence or P.44 if you
are working in Japan after graduating.

<At the Immigration Services Bureau>
A re-entry permit is not required by international residents with a passport and a resident card, who plan to return
to Japan within one year of their departure and resume the same activities (Special Re-entry Permit System). For
those leaving Japan with a Special Re-entry Permit, it is not possible to extend the period of validity of the permit
from outside of Japan. Be aware that residence status will be revoked if the holder does not re-enter Japan within
one year of departure. Those whose period of stay expires within one year of their departure are required to return
to Japan before the expiration date of their period of stay.

Those who plan to leave Japan for more than one year must obtain a “Re-entry Permit” from the Immigration
Services Bureau before leaving Japan. Re-entry Permits expire on the same day as the holder’s period of residence
status. In general, it is not possible to apply for an extension of the period of stay abroad. Those who leave Japan
with the re-entry permit are required to return to Japan before the expiration date of their period of stay.

<Important Notes> (Please also check P.72 for things to know before starting the part-time work.)

- All those with "Student" residence status who are permitted to work, including TAs and RAs who do not need a
permit, are allowed to engage in work activities for up to and not exceeding 28 hours per week. (During university
holidays, you may work for up to and not exceeding 8 hours per day within the confines of the legal 40-hour work
week.) If the hours you will be working in the internship exceed 28 hours per week outside of long university holidays,
please see "Paid internships: When working more than 28 hours per week outside of long university holidays" below.

- Part-time jobs that may be engaged in by visa-holding students are limited to those within the bounds of public
order and morals. Jobs that are invoiced with/or are related to "adult entertainment business', are not permitted.

- The permit may be voided if there is a breach of conditions.

- Working is not permitted during a leave of absence from the university.

<Other Information>

- New arrivals (except for Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho: MEXT) scholarship students and those with a
“Student” visa with a 3-month period of stay) can apply for a Work Permit at the port of entry, in principle.

- A work permit will expire on the same day as the applicant’s permitted period of stay. You can apply to extend the
period of status of residence from three months before the expiration date of the current period of stay. It is
possible to apply for a Work Permit and Extension of the Period of Residence simultaneously at the Osaka Regional
Immigration Services Bureau or its branch office in Kyoto. If you are working part-time or doing an internship and
your period of stay is about to expire, please complete the necessary procedures as soon as possible.

<Paid internships: When working more than 28 hours per week outside of long university holidays>

It is necessary to obtain an ‘individual permit’. To apply for an individual permit, applicants must, in principle, fulfil
two conditions: applicants are expected to complete their degree program at the end of the academic year when
the internship takes place, and they have almost all the credits required for graduation.

To apply for the individual permit, applicants must submit ® an employment contract or document stating details
of the specific activities, period and hours of activities, location of activities, and compensation, etc. issued by the
organization where you will be doing the internship, ® a certificate of enrollment, @ a document verifying the
number of credits required for graduation and the status of acquisition (such as a transcript) in addition to the
necessary items - ® above. Additional documents may be required. For details on individual permission, please
refer to the Immigration Services Agency website mentioned above. If you have any questions, please contact the
Immigration Services Bureau’s information center (Phone: 0570-013904) or the regional immigration service
bureaus office to which you plan to submit your application.
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Dependent Visa for Student’s Spouse & Child

When international students who have already been staying in Japan plan to invite their spouse and children to
Japan to live with them, the family members will need to obtain a "Dependent” visa.

Students can submit the application forms for the Certificate of Eligibility (COE) on behalf of their family at the
regional immigration services bureau in Japan. It may take a month or up to several months (depending on the
number of applicants and other factors) for the COE to be issued.

After the COE is issued for each family member, they must be sent to the family members. The family should
then take the COE along with the other necessary documents to the Embassy/Consulate General of Japan (or the
Japanese visa application center) in their country to apply for the "Dependent” visa. The required documents will
vary from country to country. Please contact the Japanese diplomatic mission in your country.

The “Dependent” visa can only be obtained for spouses and children of international students.

Note that the COE is valid for three months. Family members must enter Japan before the certificate expires.

@® When a family member is coming to Japan to visit an international student for a short period of time (visiting
relatives), the family need to obtain a "Temporary Visitor" visa from the Embassy/Consulate General of Japan (or
the Japanese visa application center) in their home country unless they are from the country or region that does
not require a visa to enter Japan. COE is not required to apply for a “Temporary Visitor” visa. For details, please
refer to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs website below.

Tuition Exemption

Regular graduate students with excellent academic records
who experience financial difficulty may be eligible for a full or
half tuition exemption. Application information is put on the
bulletin boards of the Student Affairs Division and graduate
school offices, and on the Kyoto University website. Students
who wish to apply for the tuition exemption are advised to
pay close attention to the notice.

Since the number of students who receive the tuition
exemption is limited, the selection process is competitive.
Please ensure that you have sufficient financial resources
before enrolling at Kyoto University.

Mandatory Annual Health Checkups

Kyoto University’s annual health checkup is offered by university
health officials in April every year. The university also offers
health checkups in November for new students enrolled in
autumn. The schedule for the health check is posted on
bulletin boards at faculty/ graduate school offices. Health
check results can be issued from the certificate-issuing machine
(See p.32). Please refer to the website of the Occupational
Welfare Division below for health checkups, health
consultations, and first aid available on campus for students.
Please note that health checkups are not conducted at
the University Hospital. They provide outpatient
treatment, and in principle, a referral letter from another
medical institution is required for the first visit (See p.50

< Regular (Degree-Seeking) Students >
The student ID for regular students also serves as a pass
to enter the Main Library, the Institute for Information
Management and Communication (IIMC), and the
Academic Center for Computing and Media Studies
(ACCMS). It can also be used as ID when entering and
leaving university facilities. To buy a student-fare ticket
or commuter pass, the student ID must be presented to
the station staff on request.
Read Errors
If a Student ID Card of a regular (degree-seeking)
student gives a read error when scanned at a library, it
may have a broken IC chip. Students experiencing this
problem are advised to contact their faculty or
graduate school and apply for a reissuance (for a fee).

If a Student ID Card gives a read error when swiped,
there may be a problem with its magnetic stripe. Students
experiencing this problem are advised to bring their cards
to the Educational Planning Division (Institute for Liberal
Arts and Sciences Bldg., 2nd floor) or the Graduate Student
Section of the Graduate School of Engineering (Katsura
Campus Administration Bldg, 1st floor, B Cluster, Katsura
Campus) to have the magnetic stripe data rewritten free of
charge. If the stripe is found to be physically damaged, the
entire card will be replaced for a minimal fee.

< Non-Regular (Non-Degree-Seeking) Students >
Non-regular students including research students and
exchange students are required to apply for a separate
library card, which serves as the pass for the library,
IIMC and ACCMS. In most cases, non-regular students
are not eligible for student discounts on transportation.

< Loss, Theft, or Damage >

It must be reported promptly to the student affairs office
of the holder’s faculty or graduate school so that a
replacement may be issued. To obtain a replacement 1D
Card, students are required to pay a 1,000-yen fee at
CO-OP stores, obtain a certificate of payment, affix the
certificate to a replacement application form, and submit
the form to their faculty or graduate school.

In the event of a loss or theft, students must immediately
report the matter to the police to prevent unauthorized
use by the third party and obtain from the police a report
acceptance number (Todokede Juri Bango), which is
required when applying for a replacement.

Student Discount for Public Transportation [Gakuwari]

Student discount for public transportation is generally
for regular (degree-seeking) students and not
applicable for non-regular (non-degree-seeking)
students.

< Student Commuter Pass (Tsugaku Teiki-ken) >
Regular students can purchase a student commuter
pass at bus, train, and subway station counters. To
purchase the pass, students must present their
student ID and the certificate “Tsugaku Shomeisho”
which certifies that they commute to and from the
university. The Tsugaku Shomeisho can be obtained
from the certificate-issuing machines at several
locations on campus (See p.32).

Non-regular students, who are not eligible for a
student commuter pass, tend to use prepaid coupon
tickets or a commuter’s pass.

< Public Transportation Discount >

Regular students can use a student discount certificate
for Japan Railways (JR) on trips exceeding 101km one
way. The certificate is available from the dispensing
machine on campus. Other trains, ferries, and buses
may also accept the certificate, so students should ask
the relevant transportation provider in advance.
Student discount applies only to the standard fare and
not to express, sleeper car, or green tickets.

Using student commuter passes for non-commuting

purposes (e.g., club activities, part-time jobs) or false

routes is fraud. Violators face heavy fines and may risk

a university-wide sales ban.

Tutor System

The ‘tutoring’ system is a system in which the
designated tutor provides support to international
students whenever their supervisor deems it necessary.
In general, the system applies to undergraduate
students during their first two years in Japan, and
graduate students and certain research students
during their first year. Tutors are generally graduate
students selected from the graduate school to which
the international student belongs. Whether the advice/
assistance given by the tutors will focus on research or
daily life will depend on the individual needs of the
international student. It is recommended, therefore,
that students relay their concerns to their academic
supervisor to receive accurate support. Further details
are available at the faculty/graduate school offices
where the international student belongs.
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Certificate-Issuing Machines on Campus

Many of the certificates issued by the University, such as
commuter pass certificates (Tsugaku Shomei-sho),
student discount certificates (both limited to regular
students) and MEXT scholarship certificates, are issued
from automatic certificate issuing machines located on
campus (free of charge). In addition, some certificates
can be issued from convenience stores in Japan for a fee.

To issue a certificate, you must log in to the application
form in advance with your student account (ECS-ID),
select the certificate to be issued and reserve it.

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Leave of Absence, Readmission & Withdrawal

Students seeking a leave of absence, readmission, or withdrawal should consult with their academic advisor first,
then conduct the necessary procedures at their faculty/graduate school offices.

< Request for Temporary Leave of Absence >

Students who take more than three months leave from the university for reasons of sickness or injury must submit a
request to their faculty/graduate school office. A medical certificate must be attached in the case of sick leave. To
extend the period of absence, students must submit an extension request before the originally granted period expires.

If a student takes a leave of absence from the beginning of a semester, the tuition for the semester will not be charged. Full-
semester tuition must be paid when a student takes leave in the middle of a semester. However, when the starting date of a
leave of absence falls between April 2 and May 1 (or October 2 and November 1), and when the request is made by the end of
April (or the end of October), tuition for one month will be charged, but tuition for the remaining five months will be exempted.
< Readmission Request (Readmission Form) >
Readmission after leaving due to sickness requires submission of the following to one's faculty/graduate school office: an
“Application for Interview to Resume University Attendance” (designated by the Student Mental Health Center, Agency for Student
Support and Disability Resources), a Kyoto University Readmission Request, and a medical certificate from a primary physician.

If, when taking a leave of absence for reasons other than sickness, a student wishes to return to the university
before the leave of absence expires, they must submit a Readmission Report. If they do not, they will be considered
to have taken a leave of absence for the entire period requested. If a student returns from a leave of absence in the
middle of a semester, the tuition for the elapsed month(s) of the semester will be exempted.
< Points to Be Aware of When Taking a Leave of Absence/Being Readmitted to the University >
According to the Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act, if international students with a “Student”
resident status do not continue studying or researching for more than 3 months due to a leave of absence from
school, etc., they must leave Japan promptly unless a legitimate reason for staying in Japan (hospitalization, etc.) *.
In that case, the “Student” resident status must be abandoned in principle even if they are planning to return to the
university within the term of validity of the current “Student” status of residence. As a rule, neither “special re-entry
permission” nor “re-entry permission” can be used. Therefore, they must return their residence card to the
immigration officer at the airport upon departure.

In addition, please submit the Overseas Travel Notification through Kyoto University Management System for
International Education and Student Mobility (KUIESM) or at the faculty/graduate school office before departure.

When returning to university, international students need to obtain a Certificate of Eligibility (COE) through the
university, and then a “Student” visa at the Embassy/Consulate General of Japan (or the Japanese visa application
center) in their country. Please obtain information such as the required documents for visa application from the
Japanese diplomatic mission.

International students who continue staying in Japan for a valid reason need to change their resident status
according to the reason. If continuing to stay in Japan in violation of the Immigration Control and Refugee
Recognition Act, the resident status will be subject to cancellation (see p.16 “Revocation of Status of Residence”).
Also, having part-time work in Japan during the leave of absence is not allowed. For more information, please refer
to the university website mentioned below. ;
* A leave of absence for financial reasons is not permitted by the Immigration Services Bureau as a valid reason.

< Withdrawal Request >
Students must submit a withdrawal request and have it approved before withdrawing from the university. Students
withdrawing without doing so will continue to be considered as registered and will continue to be charged tuition, etc.
< Points to Be Aware of When Withdrawing from the University >
“Student” resident status is only valid while the holder is attending the university. Even if the period of residence
status is valid, those who withdraw from the university must notify the Immigration Services Bureau of their
withdrawal within 14 days of withdrawal. They must then return to their home countries or change their resident
status if they remain in Japan (See p.80 “Procedures Regarding Status of Residence”). Fail mg to abide by the law
may result in a revocation of resident status (See p.16).

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Scholarships for International Students

Only those who have “Student” status of residence are
eligible to apply for or receive scholarships for
international students. Successful applicants must obtain
the “Student” status of residence prior to the start of the
scholarship.

Scholarship recipients who change their residence
status to any status other than “Student” will
immediately lose their right to receive the scholarship.
Any scholarship money received while holding a status of
residence other than “Student” must be refunded.

There are two types of scholarships available to Kyoto
University students: those which are applied for through
the university, and those which are applied for directly to
the institutions providing scholarships. Application
requirements vary for different scholarships, so students
are advised to read the application guidebooks carefully.
Please be aware that, as the financial resources of
scholarship programs are limited, the selection processes
are extremely competitive, and the number of applicants
for scholarships is increasing.

Kyoto University recommends candidates to
approximately 90 international student scholarship
foundations. (See p.84-88 for details).

The University generally forwards announcements
regarding scholarships to all applicable faculties and
graduate schools. However, students can only apply for
scholarship programs that have been allocated to their
faculty/graduate school of affiliation. The faculty/
graduate school administration offices then generally
make the information available to students via their
bulletin boards or by other means.

For information about scholarships that can be applied
for directly, please refer to P.82-86 and to the websites
of each respective foundation. Students are free to apply
for scholarships which accept direct applications and
those without limits on the number of applicants that
can be recommended.

(1)Japanese language courses in the Liberal Arts and Sciences (ILAS) curriculum
Japanese language courses in the ILAS curriculum are offered from absolute beginner to intermediate and advanced
levels. At every level, we offer courses that focus on specific skills: reading, writing, speaking, and listening
comprehension.

You may choose to take courses that meet once a week or opt for more intensive study by taking the eight-hour
courses that meet four times per week. The courses you are eligible to take will differ according to your student status.
Please refer to the website listed above to confirm your eligibility.

(2)Japanese language support courses not included in the regular curriculum

The center offers the following Japanese language support courses: Introduction to Japanese, Intermediate Japanese,
Advanced Japanese, and Business Japanese. The students registered for type (2) courses are not eligible to receive
credits.

Some courses are conducted online, so it is possible to attend the courses from campuses other than the Yoshida
Campus.

Please note that, although international students and researchers are eligible to register for these courses, their family
members are not eligible to take the courses.

For students who are unable to attend Japanese courses due to their schedules, or students who wish to pursue
additional studies, a variety of Japanese language learning materials (books, CDs, DVDs, etc.) are available for loan at
the Japanese Language Resource Room. Each user may borrow up to three items for two weeks.

Furthermore, a Japanese language e-learning system called “Samidori,” which can be used without registering 1D and
password, is available.

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Changing Status of Residence After Graduation

International students who stay in Japan to work or seek employment after graduation must change their status of
residence. Anyone engaging in an activity other than those permitted by their status of residence may be subject to
punitive measures.

International students are personally responsible for following the necessary procedures to change their status of
residence at the immigration office. It may be necessary to obtain various documents from the university, workplace, etc.
For detailed information, including required documents, please refer to the Kyoto University International Support
Center website mentioned below.

If you plan to continue studying in Japan as an international student after graduating from our university and are
scheduled to proceed to another university, you will need to notify the Immigration Services Bureau of your change of
university. Please refer to "Change of Affiliated Institution" (P. 20) to complete the procedure.

If you would like to inquire about the type of residence status appropriate for the activities you plan to undertake
after graduating from the university, please contact the general information centers for foreign residents established by
the Immigration Service Agency. ;

It is necessary to make the appropriate changes in your status of residence. Depending on the type of employment,
your status may change to “Engineer/ Specialist in Humanities/International Services,” or another classification.
e.g.) When graduates are employed by a Japanese university as paid researchers= Status of residence must be changed
to “Professor.”
Application to the Immigration Services Bureau
Applications for changing status from "Student” to an employment status typically concentrate between January and
March, aiming for an April start date. If your application is incomplete or submitted late, the screening process may not
be completed by your desired start date.

If you wish to start working from April, the Immigration Services Bureau generally recommends that you submit your
application between December and January of the start of the job-starting year.

The Immigration Services Burau usually requires about one to three months for processing. Please note that insufficient
required documents will also lead to processing delays, so start your preparation early.

The necessary documents vary depending on the status of residence you are applying for. Be sure to check with your
prospective employer regarding the procedures and begin preparing immediately.

<When Seeking Employment or Starting a Business in Japan After Graduating>
The Japan System for Future Creation Individual Visa (J-Find) was introduced in April 2023. Since then, individuals who
have graduated from the designated universities explained below and are seeking employment or preparing to start a
business in Japan are eligible to apply for a status of residence “Designated Activities (J-Find).” Those with the
“Designated Activities (J-Find)” resident status are allowed to stay in Japan for up to two years, with annual or 6-month
renewals.
Eligible applicants must meet all of the following requirements 1 to 3.
1.Eligible Universities: Applicants must have graduated from a university that is ranked within the top 100 in two or
more of the three world university rankings* or have received a degree after completing a graduate course from
such a university. (Koto University meets the above-mentioned ranking requirement.)

a graduate course at an eligible university and have been awarded a degree or professional degree within the past
five years.
3.Living expenses: The applicant must have savings of at least 200,000 yen at the time of application.

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Kyoto University International Houses

Kyoto University International Houses are the accommodations for international students who will newly enroll at
Kyoto University within less than a year of their arrival in Japan. The move-in periods are April and October. The
tenancy period is from a minimum of one month to a maximum of one year (Uji and Ohbaku International Houses

are up to two years), and the period may not be extended.

The applicants first should consult with their host professor or an office staff member of their faculty/ graduate
school in advance. The applications must be made through the accommodation application system by the host
professor or the staff. After that, the Kyoto University International Support Center will contact the applicant to
inquire about their preferred type of accommodation and other details. Applicants must register the necessary
information by the designated day through the URL which will be sent by the Center. This completes the application

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Private Apartments and Other Housing Options

Students who are unable to obtain a place in university accommodation and those whose tenancy at one of the
university’s International Houses is expiring are required to look for other accommodation options, such as private
apartments. We recommend that students check the Kyoto University International Support Center website below
as a first step.

To find an apartment, students visit the Kyoto University Co-op or a real estate agency (See p.94 “Real Estate
Agencies near Yoshida Campus”). Housing consultation and the viewing of properties are free of charge; however,
the commission will be charged by the realtor when signing a contract.

When choosing an apartment, check the property not only for convenience, but also for security (e.g. whether it
has adequate security equipment such as security cameras and auto-locks, and whether the surrounding streets are
well-lit).

In Japan, it is customary to pay an initial “key money” fee and a security deposit in addition to the monthly rent
when renting an apartment. The key money and deposit generally amount to the equivalent of two- or three-month
rent. Most apartments may also require a guarantor to cosign the lease. Please be sure to ask your landlord or real
estate agent to clarify any details that you are unsure about before signing a rental contract.

The occupant is required to restore the rented room to its original condition when moving out. If the room is in
an unusually severe condition (holes or damage to walls or floors, etc.), they may be charged a significant amount
of repair fee. Therefore, make sure to keep your room clean, thoroughly clean your room, and dispose of trash

before moving out.

<Rents>

Rents vary greatly depending on location (suburbs

tend to be cheaper than the city center), room size,

facilities etc. The following is an example of a typical

apartment in Kyoto. Rooms are usually not furnished.

- Single room with shared kitchen and toilet: 25,000-
30,000 yen per month

- Single room with private kitchen, toilet, and bath:
Upwards of 45,000 yen per month

<Security Deposit (Shikikin)>

The security deposit acts as a guarantee for the owner
of the property. It may be used to cover costs arising
from problems which occur during the tenant’s
occupancy, the cost of repairing or refurbishing rooms
after the tenant vacates the property, insurance
against unpaid rent, and other expenses. The deposit
is paid at the beginning of the occupancy, and the
amount left over after subtracting the necessary fees,
such as room cleaning, repairs, etc., may be refunded
to the tenant at the owner’s discretion depending on
the condition of the room and other considerations.
Please be sure to ask the landlord or the real estate
agent about the terms of the security deposit before
signing a rental contract.

<Key Money (Reikin)>

It is customary to pay a ‘Reikin’ (one-time non-
refundable key money) in addition to the monthly rent
to the owner.

<Maintenance Fees (Kyoekihi-Kanrihi)>

Must be paid monthly to cover the maintenance of
communal facilities (entrance and corridor lights,
cleaning of communal areas, etc.).

<Other Necessary Payments>
Fire insurance, etc. Check with the landlord or the real
estate agency.

<Apartment Lease Guarantor Service for Foreign Nationals>
To rent an apartment or house in Japan, it is usually
necessary to find a guarantor to co-sign the lease. If no
suitable guarantor is available to you, you will be
required to use a private guarantor company to act as
your guarantor when signing a leasing contract and
moving in or out of an apartment. Kyoto University
cannot be a guarantor.

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In Case of Illness

If you are unwell and visit a medical care provider for treatment, be sure to take your health insurance card or Shikaku

Kakuninsho with you.

It is quite common in Japan for patients to visit their local doctor’s office or clinic to receive an initial consultation.
If patients need advanced treatment, such as a specialized examination or operation, the local doctor will
recommend that patients go to a hospital. After making an appointment with the hospital through their local
doctor, they will then go to the hospital with a referral letter issued by their local doctor.

Large-scale hospitals which have more than 200 beds for hospitalized patients (e.g., Kyoto University Hospital)
also accept patients without a referral letter and/or appointments. Be aware, however, that an additional fee is
charged for patients without the referral letter and that there can be a long waiting time for consultation without

an appointment.

Office hours for most medical care providers in Japan are limited to weekdays and Saturday mornings. Designated
hospitals provide medical treatments at night and on Sundays and national holidays (see below and P.52). Many
Japanese medical care providers do not require appointments (although large-scale hospitals and dental clinics

usually do).

Types of Insurance

Japan’s National Health Insurance (see P.12 & 14) Scheme does not fully cover fees for the treatment of injuries
that arise from accidents, or the costs incurred for damages done to another person or their property.
Unanticipated situations, such as accidents or illness, may result in an overwhelming financial burden. It is necessary,
therefore, to enroll in additional insurance programs.

<In Case of Illness or Injury>

- Personal Accident Insurance for Students While Pursuing Education and Research (Often referred to as Gakkensai)
In principle, all students must enroll in Gakkensai at the time of enrollment at the university.
Accidental injuries during regular curricular activities, university events, while on university premises, extracurricular
(club) activities, while commuting to the university, and in transit between university facilities are covered by the
insurance program. (This insurance does not provide coverage for illness). Please enroll online through Kyoto
University (Gakkensai, etc.) EX Settlement Service. You can check your Gakkensai insurance information on the
KULASIS [Registration Information] page (it will take a few days for new subscribers' insurance information to be
reflected on KULASIS (https://student.iimc.kyoto-u.ac.jp/) after the date of premium payment). Office in charge:
Welfare Division.

- CO - OP Student Comprehensive Mutual Insurance (Optional)
Cover for illness and injury 24 hours a day, on or off campus, inside and outside Japan. Apply at the University Co-op.

<In Case of Bodily Injury or Property Damage to a Third Party>
Those who have enrolled in the Kyoto University Co-op’s personal liability insurance do not need to enroll in the
extra bicycle insurance (See p.68).
- Personal Liability Insurance for Students (Often referred to as Gakubai)
In principle, all international students must enroll in Gakubai upon enrollment at the university.
Covers the insured party’s legal liability for bodily injury or property damage caused to a third party on or off
campus, inside or outside Japan. Apply at the Kyoto University Co-op after you arrive in Japan. Please note that
the premiums must be paid every year.

<In Case of Damages Caused to Rented Apartment>

- Personal Liability Insurance for Students (Special clause for persons living alone. Optional)
For students living alone, this insurance covers the tenant’s liability and the costs of damage to household
property resulting from accidental fires or burglaries. Apply at the Kyoto University Co-op.
* It is not possible to subscribe only to the special clause for persons living alone.

Crime Prevention

<Emergency Phone Numbers (Toll Free, Available 24/7)>

When calling an emergency number, tell the operator “When, Where, and What happened,” as accurately as
possible, and then provide your name and phone number. If you need to call an ambulance or the fire department,

dial 119, and tell the operator either “fire” or “emergency”.

In Kyoto City, interpreter service is available in Chinese, English, Korean, Spanish, and Portuguese. Please hold the

line until an interpreter answers.

<Llost or Stolen Property>
- Call 110 (police) in the event of theft or burglary.

- Report lost or stolen ATM/credit cards to the card
company immediately to prevent/stop any
unauthorized use. Also make a report to the police.

- Police offices issue a certificate of loss/stolen
property, usually called “Ishitsu-Todoke/Tounan-
Todoke Shomeisho,” which may be required when
applying for the replacement of a Residence Card/
passport.

<Traffic Accidents>
- Call 110 (police) even in the event of slight
accidents.

- If there are any injured persons, call 119 (Fire
Department) and request an ambulance.

- The effects of injuries can take several days to
become apparent, so even if there is no external
injury, be sure to get a medical examination at a
hospital.

- Make a note of the other party’s name, address,
phone number, age, driver’s license number, plate
number, name of insurance company and insurance
policy number.

- Make a note of the name, address, and phone
number of the witness if there is any.

<Accommodation Safety and Security>
Perpetrators break into residences not only through
the entrance and balcony windows, but also through
small windows in toilets and bathrooms! Make sure to
lock all outside door and windows. Do not let your
guard down even when you go out for a brief time,
such as taking out the trash, or even if you live on the
upper floor of an apartment.

Unfortunately, sexual crimes and robberies targeting
women occur in various areas in Japan. In many cases,
those who commit such crimes search for a woman
who lives alone, observe her behavior patterns in her
room in advance, and then break in while she is
sleeping or taking a bath. Be sure to lock the door and
windows while you are in your room.

Safety Tips Before Going Out or Going to Sleep
Lock doors and windows, turn off gas, electrical
appliances, and all sources of heat such as irons,
kitchen stoves, and heaters.

<Watch Out for Theft on Campus>

There have been cases of theft (including the theft of
unattended bags and other items) at various locations
on Kyoto University’s campuses, including the
gymnasium, club rooms, athletic grounds, lecture
rooms, and laboratories. The university’s campuses are
open to the public, and not everyone on campus is a
student or a member of the university’s faculty or staff.
Make sure that you always keep your valuable items
on your person, and to never leave your belongings
unattended, even momentarily.

There have been many incidents of bicycle theft on
the campus. Bicycles that are "unlocked" or "only have
one key" are particularly targeted. Be sure to register
your bicycle (see p.68) and lock it when parking for any
length of time (it is highly recommended to use two
locks).

<

Precaution Against Natural Disasters, Including Earthquakes and Typhoons>

- Keep the escape route clear and unobstructed.
- Arrange furniture in such a way that there is no danger of items toppling or falling on you in the event of an

earthquake occurring while you are asleep. Bolt furniture in place if necessary.

- Prepare an emergency bag containing food, water, a portable radio, a flashlight, candles, matches, medical kit etc.
- Be sure to confirm the locations of nearby evacuation sites in advance and decide on which evacuation site

(Hinanjo in Japanese) you will use in the event of such an emergency. If you live with your family, decide together
with your family members. The sites are often located in elementary schoolyards. You can check the evacuation
site in advance using the hazard map (see below).

- A hazard map is a map compiled by the national and local governments of places considered to be dangerous in

the event of a flood, landslide, earthquake, storm surge, tsunami, etc., as well as evacuation sites in the event of
a disaster. You can check the hazard map on the websites below and the risks in the areas where you live and
study with the map in advance.

Those using other cell phone service providers are requested to use disaster warning
applications, such as Yahoo! Bosai-Sokuho (available in Japanese only), “Safety Tips” provided by the Japan Tourism
Agency (see below), etc. and set it so that they will be able to receive emergency alert emails.

If an emergency warning is issued, please remain calm and follow the instructions provided by the government.

Since most warnings are provided in Japanese only, we recommend you utilize a reliable language translation
application (e.g., Google Translate, Microsoft Translator etc.).

For your safety, please be sure to confirm any unclear points in advance, and confirm your local shelters and

evacuation routes, as well as those on your regular routes to work or university.

<Safety Confirmation System to Report Your Safety in the Event of a Large-Scale Disaster>

The university has introduced a "safety confirmation system" that allows the university to confirm the safety of its
members (students, faculty, staff, etc.) and respond to emergencies smoothly and quickly in the event of a large-
scale natural disaster such as an earthquake, a typhoon, or an emergency.

In the event of a disaster, members should access the "Safety Confirmation System" using a smartphone,
computer, tablet, etc. and register their safety information.

Every year, the University conducts a university-wide safety registration drill for its members. An e-mail message
requesting you to confirm your safety for the drill will be sent to you. Please follow the instructions and participate
in the drill after you receive such an e-mail message,

Opening/Closing the Water Valve (Kyoto City)
A water service card should be found hanging on the
front door or post box of a newly rented residence.
The customer number on the card will be required
when contacting the Waterworks Bureau to connect
to the water supply. You can apply for connection via
the Internet, by phone, or in person at the Waterworks
Bureau. In private apartment buildings over three
stories high, it may not be necessary for each resident
to apply individually. Contact the apartment’s
management company or the real estate agency to
confirm whether you need to apply or not.

Refuse Collection/Recycle

Collection days and the rules for separation of trash
by type will vary depending on the area in which you
live. For detailed information, please ask your landlord,
neighbors, or the City/Ward Office, and follow the
rules when disposing of trash.

Kyoto city requires that “household refuse” (garbage/
paper items) and “recyclable garbage” (aluminum cans/
glass bottles/PET bottles/plastic items) put out for
collection be placed in specially designated bags.

- How to Apply: You can apply at a bank counter or
online (at some banks). As a rule, please visit a branch
near your home or campus. For Japan Post (Yucho)
Bank, apply at the nearest post office.

- Non-resident Status: Under the Foreign Exchange Law,
you are treated as a "non-resident" for the first six
months in Japan. Some services may be restricted. You
can apply to change your status to "resident" at a bank
counter after six months.

-Scholarship Requirements: Some scholarship
foundations designate specific banks for payments
(e.g., MEXT scholarships require a Japan Post Bank
account). Please check your scholarship's requirements.

- Processing Time: It may take several weeks to one
month to complete the process.

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Cellphones/Smartphones

There are diverse options to have a mobile phone in
Japan, such as signing a new contract with a cell
phone company, buying a low-cost SIM, or renting a
mobile Wi-Fi. In general, emergency calls (such as
police 110 and fire/ambulance 119) cannot be made if
you have a data SIM (internet communication function
only/no phone function and cannot make a phone call)
cell phone. Please confirm upon signing a contract.

Note that those with a Temporary Visitor’s Visa or a
Student Visa with a 3-month period of stay are not
able to sign a contract with a Japanese mobile service
provider or purchase a local SIM Card, so please
consider purchasing a SIM card for tourists.

Cell phones/smartphones can be purchased in cell
phone shops throughout the city. The documents
required vary from company to company, but the most
frequently requested items are a Residence Card,
passport, Student ID, and an account book, ATM card,
or credit card. Prepaid SIM cards can be purchased on
the Internet, from convenience stores, appliance
stores, and at the airport. Purchased cards may be
used immediately.

The types of internet services available at a property
vary depending on the type of connection facilities
available.

Students, faculty, and staff of Kyoto University can
connect to the network via wireless LAN (Wi-Fi) in
common spaces on campus.

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Although Kyoto University has repeatedly cautioned students about etiquette when on their bicycles, dangerous acts
are still causing scrapes and collisions. Community residents continue to complain to the university about illegally parked
bicycles and the bad driving manners of students. When riding a bicycle, always aspire to safe cycling with an awareness
of being a member of society, and never neglect to show concern for the surrounding area.

<Buying a Bicycle>

Instead of buying a new bicycle, there is also the
option of buying a used one from one of the recycling
shops in Kyoto City.

Do not abandon your bicycle when leaving Japan. Be
sure to make the necessary arrangements to have it
collected as an oversized garage (see p.64) or recycle
it by taking it to one of the recycling shops.

<Crime Prevention Registration>
Bicycle registration (Bohan Toroku) is required by law.
When purchasing a bicycle, bring a residence card as
identification and proof of address. The cost of
registration is 600 yen. Registration is valid for ten
years. Please make sure to keep the receipt given by
the shop.

If purchasing a bicycle registered in someone else's
name, be sure to obtain the previous registration
certificate and the warranty certificate from the
previous owner. Please make sure that the previous
owner's registration has been cancelled, and then
apply for a new registration at a bicycle shop
accepting the registration. Please refer to the website
below for information on shops accepting bicycle
registration in Kyoto Prefecture and the warranty.

If the bicycle is stolen, report it to the police with
the bicycle registration receipt.

<Bicycle Insurance>

In recent years, accidents involving bicycles have
accounted for about 20% of traffic accidents. In such
an accident, cyclists not only suffer injury but also
cause death or injury to another person. Those who
cause accidents involving other people or their
property may be required to pay a considerable
amount of compensation. There was a recent case, a
cyclist at fault had to pay an enormous compensation
totaling 95 million yen for injuring a pedestrian.

Kyoto Prefecture urges all bicycle users to enroll in
bicycle insurance to pay any necessary damages
compensation in preparation for an accident. Bicycle
insurance compensates for damages in case of injury
or death to others while riding a bicycle or
compensation for medical expenses incurred in case of
injury.

For Kyoto University international students, if you
have enrolled in the Kyoto University Co-op's
personal liability insurance (see p.52), you do not
need to enroll in the bicycle insurance.

<Rules>

Please be sure to follow the rules for safe cycling.

Failing to abide by the rules may result in being fined

or penalized. For more details, please refer to the

website below.

- In general, bicycles are ridden on the left side of the road.

- It is permissible to ride on sidewalks if there is a sign
indicating that bicycles are allowed Uitensha Hodo Tsukoka).
On sidewalks, cycle close to the road, at a speed that enables
you to stop immediately, giving priority to pedestrians. In the
crowded areas, dismount the bicycle and walk with it.

- Bicycles are not allowed to turn right at
intersections like cars. Use the bicycle crossing if
there is one nearby.

- Riding while under the influence of alcohol or carrying
passengers, as well as riding abreast of other bicycles
are prohibited by law. Regarding cycling drunk, the
Road Traffic Act has been revised, and from November
2024, penalties will be imposed not only on drunk
cyclists but also on those who help someone to
commit drunk cycling, such as those who knowingly
serve alcohol or provide a bicycle to the person
intending to ride under the influence of alcohol.

- Use a light when cycling at night.

- Do not use a cell phone/smartphone or wear a
headset/headphones while riding a bicycle.

- Lock your bicycle when parking for any length of time.

- Do not use an umbrella while riding a bicycle.

- Abide by the traffic lights.

- Abide by the signs indicating a temporary stop.

- Do not make an abrupt change of direction.

- The Road Traffic Law has been revised, and from
April 2023 onward, all cyclists are obliged to make a
sincere effort to wear a bicycle helmet when riding
a bicycle.

<Points to Be Aware of When Parking Bicycles>
Bicycles parked unlawfully on sidewalks cause great
inconvenience to pedestrians and drivers alike.
Regardless of whether you are on campus or off
campus, be sure to park your bicycle in designated
parking lots in order to preserve pedestrian safety and
ensure evacuation routes.

To prevent theft, be sure to lock your bicycle
(preferably with two locks) after parking it.

<To Reclaim Removed Bicycle>

When a bicycle is missing, before assuming it was
stolen, check the nearby notice or bulletin board.
There may be a sticker indicating that the bicycle has
been removed and instructions showing where to
reclaim it.

Removed bicycles are kept at the bicycle pound for
four weeks. If unclaimed within this period, they will be
disposed of.

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When a Child is Born

Following the birth of a child, the parents must obtain
a Birth Certificate issued by the hospital and go to the
City/Ward Office for Resident Registration and
National Health Insurance, to the appropriate
diplomatic mission in Japan for a passport, and to the
regional immigration services bureau office for Status
of Residence. “One-Time Financial Assistance for
Childbirth” will be granted to National Health Insurance
subscribers on application to the City/Ward Office.
Those who join other health insurance programs in
Japan will also receive a lump sum birth allowance on
request from the relevant insurance providers.

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Illegal Drug Possession

The possession and/or use of cannabis (marijuana),
narcotic and psychotropic drugs, opium, stimulants,
thinners, MDMA etc., are strictly prohibited by law in
Japan. Violators will be arrested and prosecuted as
criminals and will receive severe punishments that
include but are not limited to imprisonment and
deportation. Failure to comply with the law will also
result in suspension of scholarship and expulsion from
the university.

Drugs are highly addictive, and there is a high
probability that their usage will escalate once
experienced. Drugs will destroy your physical and
mental health and destroy relationships with family
and friends.

DO NOT USE these drugs under any circumstance.

Designer Drugs/New Psychoactive Substances (NPS)
Recently, in stores and on the Internet, products
disguised as “herbs,” “incense,” “air fresheners,”
“supplements,” or labelled as “legal drugs,” “legal
herbs,” etc., have been sold. There have been many
incidents of people using these products suffering from
consciousness disturbance, dizziness, convulsions,
dyspnea, etc., resulting in death or severe injury.

These products are made to resemble the chemical
structures of controlled substances such as stimulants,
narcotics, and cannabis, and many of them contain
ingredients that have the same effects as controlled
substances, making them extremely dangerous. In
addition, there are cases where illegal drugs such as
narcotics and designated substances are included in
the products sold under the guise of being legal, so do
not ever think about taking any origin questionable
drugs.

Cautions on Consumption of Alcoholic Beverages

- The legal drinking age in Japan is 20. Consumption
of alcoholic beverages by minors is strictly
forbidden. Do not encourage minors to drink
alcoholic beverages. If you are under 20 years old,
do not drink them even if encouraged.

- Even if you are old enough to drink alcoholic beverages,
do not engage in chugging or other dangerous drinking,
or encourage or force others to do so.

- Do not encourage consumption of alcoholic
beverages by people whose physical constitution is
not suited to them.

- If you drink, do not drive a car, ride a motor scooter
or motorcycle, or ride a bicycle. Any action that
leads others to drink-driving is also prohibited.

Be Aware of Acute Alcohol Intoxication
Consumption of large amounts of alcohol within a brief
time can impair motor functions to the point that the
person cannot stand by him or herself and even cause a
loss of consciousness. In the worst case, it can arrest
respiration and cause acute cardiac failure, and therefore
lead to death or, even if the person is revived, serious
lingering after-effects. Even without exhibiting such
symptoms, there have been cases in which students
suffered injuries from falls due to unsteadiness on their
feet and died from choking while vomiting.

At other universities, there have been cases of student
deaths from acute alcoholic intoxication that occurred at
drinking parties held by intramural clubs or circles. At
Kyoto University, there have been cases in which
students lapsed into critical condition, were taken to the
hospital, and very nearly died as a result of acute
alcoholic intoxication.

If one of your companies has become overly inebriated,
assume the responsibility of taking care of that person
(by loosening the clothing and laying him or her down,
on his or her side, etc.) instead of abandoning him or her.
Call an ambulance immediately if the person does not
react when shaken or when his or her name is called, or
when you detect abnormality such as extremely loud
snoring or breathing only intermittently.

Regarding the Re-delivery of Mail or Parcels

If mail or parcels are delivered while you are away from
your dormitory or apartment, the delivery person may
leave a delivery notice in your mailbox. The delivery
notice contains information on how to request redelivery
and the period for which the mail/parcels will be kept.
Follow the instructions to request redelivery within the
period specified on the notice. Note that if you fail to
collect your mail or package within the specified period,
it will be returned to the sender.

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Things to Know Before Starting a Part-Time Job

In recent years, exploitative part-time jobs, so-called "Black Baito", which violate labor-relating laws and exploit
workers, have become a social problem.

Before starting a part-time job, receive notification of working conditions and check the wage payment
conditions, working hours, and other details. If you have any troubles at your part-time job, call the hotline below
or contact your local labor bureau or university.

Depending on the foundation providing the scholarship, there may be restrictions or conditions regarding part-
time work for recipients. Scholarship recipients should check the application guidelines, etc., and contact the
foundation through the university for questions. If you are a MEXT scholarship recipient, unless there is any specific
guidance regarding part-time work from your faculty/graduate school, etc., you can work part-time under the same
conditions as self-financed international students. If you wish to work part-time, please inform the student affairs
office of your faculty/graduate school that you are a MEXT scholarship student and ask if there are any rules
regarding part-time work.

<Example of Exploitative Part-Time Jobs >
- Working conditions are not clearly stated in the employment contract.

- Being given grueling work shifts and not allowed to take time off for classes, exams, and extracurricular activities.

- Not allowed to quit the job even if workers inform their employer to quit.

- The hourly wage is below the minimum wage (1,122 yen in Kyoto Prefecture as of November 2025).

- Overtime pay is not provided when workers work more than eight hours a day.

- Working more than six hours without a break.

- Workers are dismissed unexpectedly.

- A worker suffers injury or illness while on duty but cannot use the Workers' Compensation Insurance.

- International students are forced to work beyond the permitted work hours, 28 hours per week (eight hours per
day within the confines of the legal 40-hour work week during university holidays). Please refer to P. 24 for a work
permit.

Beware of Good Opportunities! Is it a Great Part-time Job, or an Invitation to Crime?

Recently, an increasing number of criminal organizations are posing as legitimate businesses and advertising
attractive part-time jobs for international students - jobs which will make you an accomplice to criminal activity.
International students have been arrested for taking part in crimes after innocently responding to job
advertisements online, on flyers, or even through personal introductions from friends. Please be cautious when
seeking part-time employment.

Actual Case

- Using stolen IDs, passwords and credit card information, a criminal group purchases items such as electrical
products through an online shop. International students are employed to receive the delivery of illegally
purchased items and pass them on to the criminals.

- Using stolen Internet banking IDs and passwords, a criminal group illegally transfers money to a dummy bank
account. The criminals then employ international students to withdraw the stolen money from the account.

- A criminal group get international students to transfer money earned through crime from their own bank
accounts to designated accounts (money laundering).
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To Avoid Being Victimized by Swindles and Scams

There have been many cases of students falling prey to swindles and scams targeting them. Focusing on the relative
lack of knowledge of the world and social experience on the part of students, these schemes prey on them by
promises of easy money or, at times, by thinly veiled threats.

Listed below are some types of swindles and scams. Other new and ingenious types have also surfaced. For
example, recently there have been many scams and unscrupulous business practices using social media, matching
apps, online games, etc. Please beware of them!

If you believe that you or a friend has been victimized by fraud or unscrupulous business practices, please
immediately contact your friend, family, university, the police, etc.

@ Beware of Door-to-Door Sales & Scams
Aggressive sales for electricity, gas, and water dispenser are on the rise. Do not be misled by claims like
"Everyone must sign" or "It's free."
- Do not sign: Never sign a document you do not fully understand.
+ Do not share: Keep your credit card and personal info strictly confidential.
« Refuse clearly: If you are not interested, say "No" firmly.
If you have trouble, consult your university or the Consumer Hotline at 188 (in Japanese language only).

@ Catch sales
People are stopped on the street and asked for their cooperation with a questionnaire survey. If they consent,
they are taken to an office where they are, in effect, forced to buy costly cosmetics or membership rights.
Firmly refuse instead of taking an ambiguous attitude!

@ Appointment sales
People make an appointment for a meeting at an office based on a telephone call promising benefits such as
discounts on overseas airline tickets and fees for the use of leisure facilities. Once at the office, they are told that
the discounts are given only with the purchase of other items (such as video learning aids), and they end up
being, in effect, forced to buy costly articles.
Beware of sweet deals brought by strangers!

@ Pyramid schemes
Victims are recruited by promises of increasing income simply by recruiting others. They become members by
buying products and receive rebates when the same products are purchased by friends and acquaintances they
introduce. The rebates are supposed to increase as those friends and acquaintances recruit their friends and
acquaintances, ad infinitum. People become members of the belief that the scheme is an effortless way to make
money on the side but are liable to be left only with the merchandise and debt.
There is no way of making easy money. Do not jump at a juicy offer!

@ Fraudulent billing

There has been an increase in the number of cases of fraudulent billing, in which victims are billed for use of pay-
per-view websites which they have not actually used. To avoid falling prey to such schemes, please take the
following action.

v Ignore any bills for goods or services which you have not received. (Save the postcard or e-mail containing

the bill.)

v Do not contact the designated contact person.

v Set your computer to block spam e-mail.

v Do not try to deal with it yourself; instead, consult the police, your family, or your friends.

@ Special Fraud Schemes
Incidents so-called “special fraud,” whereby the perpetrators deceive their victims through remote forms of
communication have been reported inside and outside Japan. Cases have been observed in which fraudsters
impersonate embassy staff, local police, banks, or utility companies, and attempt to unlawfully obtain personal
information, such as credit card details, through phone calls, emails, or social media platforms. In some instances,
they have demanded gift card serial numbers or money transfers. Some schemes involve using social media to
gather personal information about specific individuals before making targeted phone calls. Others use advanced
techniques, such as spoofing legitimate phone numbers (e.g., embassy or local police numbers) to appear
authentic.
To protect yourself, it is advised to exercise due caution, and avoid responding to suspicious calls, emails, or
social media messages.
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Beware of Recruitment by Cult and Radical Groups

Freedom of religion and thought is guaranteed by the Constitution of Japan, and religion and thought should, of
course, be free. However, there exist some anti-social cults and radical groups that use this guarantee to their
advantage and resort to lies and illegal acts which they justify under their self-serving interpretations.
Recruitment activities by cult groups
There have been incidents of trouble related to recruitment activities by cults (illegal recruitment, intimidation,
coerced contribution, etc.). In many cases, cults attempt to recruit new members among students through the
following sequence of activities.

1.They first approach students to join a circle or cooperate with a questionnaire survey.

2.They engage in conversation about life and hobbies, become friendly with the students, and ask for personal

information such as address and telephone number.
3.They persistently encourage the students to participate in seminars and camps.
Once they join the cult, the students are kept busy with activities such as collecting funds and recruiting other

students for the cult, at a great expenditure of time and effort. As a result, their relations with others break down
and they become unable to lead a sound and fruitful student life.

How to avoid troubles with recruitment
Always beware of suspicious recruitment campaigns. In many cases, students are approached by cult members
when they are alone. To avoid entanglement in trouble, the following are some tips to keep in mind.
- Ask the person why they approached you.
- Be wary when the person does not say their name, does not say or blur it out with vague words.
- Never give out personal information to people you meet for the first time.
- In recent years, some organizations have apparently been recruiting people via social media. Do not easily
connect with social media.
- Have the courage to refuse requests if you sense something suspicious.
- Beware of any circle or group whose actual name and activities are different from what you were told when
recruited.
- If you feel even the slightest bit suspicious, immediately talk to your friends, family, or university.
- Immediately escape if you are subjected to information manipulation or information control.
If you see or are targeted by suspicious recruiting activities, immediately contact the university.

Safe Use of Social Media

People tend to think that social media platform such as Facebook, X (formerly known as Twitter), WhatsApp,
WeChat, TikTok, and LINE are designed for connecting friends, but your post can hurt other people, or your post
may blow up with lots of negative comments.

In addition, there is a rapid increase in cases of scams (one-click fraud, phishing scams, etc.) and viruses being
spread by taking advantage of social media, so please pay attention to the following points when using social
media.

- Do not disclose your personal information unnecessarily.

- Posting photos has the risk of unintentional leakage of location information.

- Beware of infringement of privacy, copyright, and portrait rights.

- You are responsible for your words and actions posted on social media. Only what can be publicly stated
anywhere and to anyone should be written. Also, keep in mind that content posted on social media may
remain permanently.

- Beware of fake accounts and spam apps.

- Beware of account hijacking. Set a password that is difficult to guess, and do not use the same password for
multiple services.

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Graduating or Withdrawing

When you graduate, complete your program, or leave the university, you must complete various procedures, such
as canceling your resident registration at the city/ward office, settling National Health Insurance and National
Pension payments, and arranging to move out of your accommodation.

To ensure that you do not miss any necessary steps, the Kyoto University website provides detailed checklists
tailored to different situations, along with in-depth explanations for each procedure. The required procedures
differ significantly depending on whether you are leaving Japan or remaining in Japan. Please refer to the

Moving Out of a Rented House/Apartment

Before moving out of a rented house/apartment, give
the landlord or the real estate company at least two- or
one-months’ notice in advance. If the notice is given at
the last minute, the next month’s rent will be charged.

Clean the room thoroughly and return it to its
original condition, otherwise, repair fees will be
deducted from the deposit (shiki-kin). |If the room is
in an unusually severe condition, additional expenses
may be required. Contact the City/Ward Office to
arrange for the disposal of large-scale garbage such as
household furniture, futons, bicycles etc. (See P.64).

According to law, air-conditioners, TVs, washing
machines, refrigerators, and computers cannot be
disposed of as large-scale garbage. Contact the shop
where the appliance was purchased, electronic stores,
or the manufacturer to arrange for disposal. In all
cases, a disposal fee will be charged (See P.64).

Closure of Bank Accounts

Close bank or postal savings accounts at respective
service counters after making sure all debts are paid
especially those who have arranged for the automatic
deduction of utility bills from their bank/postal savings
accounts).

If you cannot close your account before you leave
Japan, ask your bank about procedures for closing the
account by proxy, and make necessary arrangements
before leaving Japan so that you can close the
account as soon as it is no longer needed.

Note that giving or selling your bank account (cash card
or passbook) to another person is prohibited by law. If
anyone, even a friend or acquaintance, asks you to sell your
bank account, you should absolutely refuse such an offer.

Authentication by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs

Authentication is a process where MOFA certifies that

an official document issued in Japan is authentic. This

is required to have your documents recognized as
official in other countries. You may apply for this only
when required by the submitting institution in your
home country, or by the foreign embassy/consulate in

Japan.

Important: After receiving authentication from MOFA,

you must obtain further consular legalization from the

embassy or consulate of the destination country in

Japan.

Please be aware that the process is time-consuming.
Furthermore, certificates (such as Diplomas or
Certificates of Graduation) are only issued after the
graduation or degree conferral ceremony. You can only
begin the authentication process once you have
received these documents. Please check with the
submitting institution or the relevant embassy/
consulate in advance regarding the required
procedures and the time needed for completion.

Procedures Regarding Status of Residence

Students with a valid “Student” residence status who
graduate or withdraw from the university are not allowed
to stay in Japan under the “Student” residence status
regardless of their visa expiration date. They must return
to their home countries or change their residence status
if they intend to remain in Japan. Failing to abide by the
Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act may
result in a revocation of residence status.

<When Graduating or Withdrawing from the University>
Students who graduate or withdraw from the university
must notify the Immigration Bureau of their
graduation/withdrawal within 14 days by submitting
the form, “Notification of the Accepting Organization
(Left).” Be sure to submit the necessary documents
(listed below) to the Immigration Services Bureau. The
documents may be submitted in person, sent by post,
or submitted online. If you leave Japan soon after your
activities at the current university or organization are
completed and relinquish your residence card at the
port of departure, the notification described above is
not required.
