This Handbook for International Students Pocket Guide is a condensed booklet containing essential
information (such as procedures at the city/ward office and Immigration, counseling services,
and medical facility information) that is immediately useful when starting life in Japan or in an
emergency.

For more detailed information, including comprehensive guides on university and community
life, please refer to the Handbook for International Students (Full Version - PDF) published on the
university website. We hope that this Pocket Guide and the Full PDF will serve as a valuable aid to
help you proceed safely and smoothly with your student life at Kyoto University.
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1. Notifications to the City/Ward Office _ _
(Resident Registration, National Health Insurance, National Pension, etc.)

For international students staying in Japan for more than three months, registration of residency and
enrollment in the National Health Insurance (NHI) at the local municipal office are mandatory. Additionally,
enrollment in the National Pension is required for those aged 20 and over.

IMPORTANT: As soon as your address is decided, please start the procedures for resident registration
and insurance enrollment immediately. Specifically, Resident Registration is required before you can
apply to open a bank account or sign a mobile phone contract. Furthermore, these procedures at the
city/ward office are also required when you change your address during your stay in Japan, or when
you graduate and return to your home country.

While required documents vary depending on the procedure, your Residence Card (see p.7-8) is
mandatory for all procedures. Please check the detailed pages of the Handbook for other required
documents.

Procedures must be completed at the city/ward office in your area of residence. (See p.5-6 for a map of
offices near campus.)

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2. Procedures at the Immigration Services Bureau

As an international student staying in Japan under the "Student" Status of Residence, you will need to
complete various procedures at the regional Immigration Services Bureau office or branch office for
matters such as extending your period of stay or changing your status after graduation.

[IMPORTANT] Procedures concerning your Status of Residence are critical. If an application or notification
is delayed, not submitted, or based on false information, you may face administrative penalties such as
revocation of your status or deportation from Japan. Please check the expiration date of your period of
stay (indicated on your Residence Card) and ensure you begin the application process well in advance.

The documents required for each procedure vary depending on the content. Please confirm the details on
the relevant pages of the Handbook for International Students. Applications must be made at the Regional
Immigration Services Bureau, branch office, or district office that has jurisdiction over your place of residence
