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I . Introduction

At Kyoto University, full or half admission fee/ tuition exemption, and the admission fee deferment
are available to students who have difficulties paying the fees due to financial reasons.

The assessment is conducted with a limited budget for students who fulfill the academic
requirements, and the decisions on whether to cover full, half or none of the amount are made in
accordance with their degree of economic hardship.

Applicants are required to submit various documents to prove their current economic
circumstances. Applicants will be disqualified from the screening if they fail to submit all necessary
documents.

If you wish to apply for the exemptions, carefully read this guideline to prepare supporting documents

and make sure to fully complete your application by the deadlines.

OThe schedule of the application is posted on the bulletin boards and university’'s website.
Students are advised to check them in advance and complete application within the

stipulated period.
OAbpplications submitted after the deadline cannot be accepted.

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IV. Points to note after submission of application

1. Extension of the payment deadline (including direct debit)

Admission fee:
The payment deadline is extended for admission fee exemption/deferment applicants until the
announcement of their application results upon completion of Pre-application. The applicants do not
need to make the payment prior to the announcement date.

Tuition fee:
Applicants who completed Step 1 but did not proceed to Step 2 are required to make the tuition
payment (including direct debit) by regular due date (late May in the first semester, and late
November in the second semester).
Please note that the admission fee payment policy regarding deadline extension does not apply to
tuition exemption applicants.

2. Cancellation of the admission fee exemption (deferment)
If admission fee payment is made before the results are announced, it is considered as a withdrawal.
However, you cannot withdraw your application without a payment.

3. Cancellation of the tuition fee exemption
Tuition payment for the relevant semester must be made in case you graduate, complete your
course (by the end of June in the first semester, by the end of December in the second semester), or
disenroll from school before the announcement of the application results. In such case, please notify
the Student Affairs Division of the withdrawal of your application by email with your name and
student number included. If you wish to withdraw your application for reasons other than those
mentioned above, please report to the Student Affairs Division promptly.

V. Announcement of the Results

1. Announcement date
The first semester: Late-July (expected)
The second semester: Late-January (expected)
Announcement date will be posted on bulletin boards and university’s website.

2. Notification method
Application results will be available on EOAS. Each student is responsible for checking his/her own
results as well as the payment deadline and automatic withdrawal date during the announcement
period. (You will NOT be notified of the results by phone, email or post.) The results are scheduled
to be posted through early August for the first semester, and early February for the second
semester.

3. Application results
Please note that applicants who were granted exemptions (deferment) in the previous semester
may not receive the same results for the second semester because the assessment is conducted
each semester. Due to budgetary limitations, fulfillment of the above requirements does not
automatically grant exemptions.

4. Revocation of exemptions
If false information is found in your application or submitted documents, any deferment/exemption
granted will be revoked. Incomplete applications will be excluded from the screening.
Should you receive disciplinary action, the exemption for the relevant semester will be revoked.

VI. Payment methods

1. Tuition fee
Unless you are granted a full exemption, you are responsible for the payment of the tuition cost not
covered by the exemption. Payment must be made by the designated deadline after the
announcement of the application results.

2. Admission fee
Unless you are granted a full exemption (deferment), a money transfer request form will be sent out
by Kyoto University on the day the results are announced. Complete payment by using the form
within 14 days after the announcement of the results. If you are allowed to defer the admission fee
payment, be sure to pay the remaining fee not covered by the exemption by the end of August (for
those enrolled in April), or the end of February of the following year (for those enrolled in October).
