Degree-seeking undergraduate stu-
dents and graduate students are categorized as regular students, while non-degree seeking students such as research stu-
dents [Kenkyusei] and exchange students [Tokubetsu Choukou Gakusei and Tokubetsu Kenkyu Gakusei] are classified as

non-regular students.

Eligibility for scholarships, tuition exemption, and student discounts may differ between regular students and non-regular students.

B Language of Instruction

B Selection

Standards for selection are basically the same for inter-
national applicants as for Japanese applicants wishing to
enter the University (General Admission). However, the
Faculties of Economics, Pharmaceutical Sciences,
Engineering, and Agriculture have special selection
processes for privately financed international applicants.
The academic year begins in April.

[General Admission]

These applicants must take both the examination by
National Center for University Entrance Examinations
and the examination given by the Faculty.

For information on the examination by National Center
for University Entrance Examinations,which is generally
held in January, please contact the National Center for
University Entrance Examinations directly.

Last year, the application period for the examination
given by the Faculty was in the middle of January, and
the first exam was given in February while the second
exam was held in March. Please contact the Admissions
Office for the updates, since the details of the examina-
tion may change every year.

[Special Selection for privately financed int'l students]

The Faculties of Economics, Pharmaceutical Sciences,
Engineering, and Agriculture have independent selection
processes for privately financed international applicants.
In order to qualify for Special Selection, the applicants
must take Examination for Japanese University Admission
for International Students (EJU) by JASSO,and TOEFL,
and then meet the standards established by the faculty of
their choice.

For the Special Selection, the earliest application peri-
od is generally in the beginning of January and the exam
is given in later in the month. Please contact the relevant
administration offices for the updates, since the details
may change every year.

[Third Year Admission]

The Faculties of Education, Law, Economics, and
Medicine (Health Science only) accept international appli-
cants in the third year of their undergraduate programs.
Please contact the relevant administration office for
details.

[Admission of a person with a bachelor’s degree]

Faculty of Letters accepts an international applicant
with a bachelor's degree (including those who will have
graduated by the time of entrance to Kyoto University),
while Faculties of Integrated Human Studies, Economics,
Science, and Engineering administer entrance examina-
tions for international applicants with Kyoto University’s
bachelor’s degree (including those who will have graduat-
ed by the time of entrance to Kyoto University).

B Awarding of Degrees

Kyoto University awards a bachelor’'s degree to those
who attend the University for four years and satisfy the
course and credit requirements in the faculties other than
the Faculties of Medicine and Pharmaceutical Sciences.

In School of Health Science(Faculty of Medicine) and
Division of Sciences for Drug Discovery (Faculty of
Pharmaceutical Sciences), the University awards a bach-
elor's degree to those students who attend the University
for four years and satisfy the course and credit require-
ments. As for other Schools and Divisions in the
Faculties of Medicine and Pharmaceutical Sciences, the
University awards a bachelor’'s degree to those who
attend the University for six years and satisfy the course
and credit requirements.

As of April 2007, graduate students and research stu-
dents receive ¥170,000 per month, while undergraduate
students and Japanese Studies Students receive
¥134,000 per month. In addition, Monbukagakusho
Scholarship Students are exempt from entrance examina-
tion fee, matriculation fees and tuition fees.

Applications should be made through the Japanese
diplomatic missions abroad (Embassy Recommendations)
or through a wuniversity in Japan (University
Recommendations and Domestic Selection). Most
Monbukagakusho Scholarship Students at Kyoto
University are adopted by Embassy Recommendations.

Application through the Japanese Embassy (or
Consulate) in applicant's home countries are termed
"Embassy Recommendations". Through Japanese
Embassies/Consulates in applicant's home country, the
application is accepted, and the first screening is conduct-
ed. For the Embassy Recommendation, please direct your
inquiry to the Japanese diplomatic missions in your coun-
try.

For University Recommendation, Kyoto University
screens the applications of research students whose insti-
tutions have a student exchange agreement with Kyoto
University, and recommends them to MEXT (Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology).
Please ask your university's international office for details.

Domestic Selection is applicable only for privately
financed students currently studying at a university in
Japan. Please ask for details to the administration office of
the faculty or graduate school.

B Foreign Government Scholarship

There are international students on foreign government
scholarship at Kyoto University. Currently, six countries,
Malaysia, Indonesia, Thailand, Singapore, the United Arab
Emirates and Kuwait, offer their citizens scholarships. For
further information, contact the appropriate agency in your
country.

Bl Honors Scholarship

Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO) provides
scholarships for privately financed international students
currently studying at a university in Japan. As of April
2006, undergraduate students receive ¥50,000 per month
while graduate students receive ¥70,000 per month. The
application is acceptable with intra-university selection
after the entrance.

Bl Short-term Student Exchange Promotion
Program Scholarship (Inbound)

JASSO offers scholarships for international students who
are accepted by a Japanese university under a student
exchange agreement between the Japanese host universi-
ty and their home universities abroad. The scholarship
includes monthly stipend of ¥80,000, and Relocation
Allowance of ¥150,000.

The application should be made by the exchange pro-
gram coordinator of the student's university to JASSO via
Foreign Student Division of Kyoto University. Direct appli-
cation from students to either Kyoto University or JASSO
will not be accepted.

B Scholarships from Private Foundations

Applications for scholarships from private foundations
are processed with or without intra-university selection
process.

Every year, Kyoto University recommends candidates to
about 50 institutions for international scholarships after
intra-university selection process. (Each organization nor-
mally offers scholarship between ¥30,000 and ¥180,000
per month to one or two students.) Students who wish to
apply for these scholarships are advised to regularly check
the bulletin boards etc. in their faculties or graduate
schools for the notice. The notice and interview are usual-
ly conducted in Japanese.

Kyoto University International Houses

There are three International Houses (Shugakuin, Uji
and Ohbaku) for international students at Kyoto University.
Move-in period for Kyoto University International Houses is
April and October. International students who are newly
coming to Kyoto University within a year are eligible for the
application. The application periods are January and July
(=three months prior to move-in). The maximum tenancy
period is one year and cannot be extended.

Temporary Visitor Visa for Entrance Exams

For an international applicant to enter Japan for Kyoto
University entrance exams, the applicant must obtain
“Temporary Visitor Visa (Tankitaizai)” through a Japanese
diplomatic mission in his or her country. Temporary visi-
tors are not allowed to engage in any paid activities.

College Student Visa for a University Student
B Those who are relocating from overseas

The successful candidate must obtain “College Student
Visa (Ryugaku)” through a Japanese diplomatic mission in
his or her country by presenting certificate or notification of
acceptance from Kyoto University, a valid passport, and
relevant documents.

In order to receive a visa, you may need to submit a cer-
tificate of sufficient funds to support yourself during your
stay in Japan.

B Those who are already in Japan

If the successful candidate is already in Japan with a
resident status other than College Student (Ryugaku), the
applicant must change his or her current resident status
such as Temporary Visitor(Tankitaizai) or Student
(Shugaku) to College Student (Ryugaku).

Foreign Resident Registration
All foreign nationals who intend to stay in Japan for more
than 90 days must register themselves to the local munici-
pal office within 90 days of the date of entry.

National Health Insurance

Foreign residents who intend to stay in Japan for one
year or more must enroll in National Health Insurance.
When the subscriber present National Health Insurance
Card at the reception in a hospital for a treatment, the
insured need to pay only 30% of medical costs under its
coverage. The insurance premium is different depending
on an individual condition such as the number of family
member. Approximately ¥2,000 will be charged every
month if the insured is a single international student living
in Kyoto City.

Working Permission
International students are allowed to have a part-time
job if they receive permissions in advance from both their
school and the immigration office.
They must follow the terms below.

Part-time job must not interfere with academic work.
Weekly working hours must not exceed 28 hours for
regular students or those working on research with
their academic advisor, and 14 hours for auditors (8
hours a day during long vacations in either case).
