Students are divided into two categories: regular students and non-regular students. Degree-seeking undergraduate and graduate students are categorized as regular students, while non-degree seeking

students such as research students [kenkyusei] and exchange students [tokubetsu choukou gakusei and tokubetsu kenkyu gakusei] are classified as non-regular students.
Eligibility for scholarships, tuition exemption, and student discounts may differ between regular and non-regular students.

*If you wish to enter Kyoto University as a Monbukagakusho (MEXT) Scholarship Student recommended by a Japanese embassy/consulate, please contact the Japanese diplomatic mission in your country.

B Language of Instruction

Most classes at Kyoto University are taught in Japanese, unless specified
otherwise. Those who wish to enroll in an undergraduate program or a master's
program must have sufficient proficiency in Japanese upon entering the
University.

There is no Faculty of Japanese Language at Kyoto University. It is highly
recommended that students acquire a high level of Japanese proficiency before
entering the University.

B Admission Requirements
+ Completion of 12 years' schooling abroad, or equivalent (including those
who will have graduated by March 31, 2010) as recognized by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.
+ Equivalents recognized by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology such as the International Baccalaureate.

B Awarding of Degrees

In faculties other than the Faculties of Medicine and Pharmaceutical
Sciences, Kyoto University awards bachelor's degrees to those who attend the
university for four or more years and satisfy the course and credit requirements.

In the School of Human Health Sciences (Faculty of Medicine) and the
Division of Sciences for Drug Discovery (Faculty of Pharmaceutical
Sciences), the University awards bachelor's degrees to students who attend
the university for four or more years and satisfy the course and credit
requirements. In the case of other Schools and Divisions in the Faculties of
Medicine and Pharmaceutical Sciences, the university awards a bachelor's
degree to those who attend the university for six or more years and satisfy
the course and credit requirements.

B Selection

Standards for selection are basically the same for international applicants as for Japanese applicants wishing to enter the university (General Admission).
However, the Faculties of Economics, Pharmaceutical Sciences, Engineering, and Agriculture have special selection processes for privately financed
international students. The academic year begins in April.

[General Admission]

Applicants must take both the examination by the National Center for University Entrance Examinations and the examination given by the Faculty.

For the information on the examination by the National Center for University Entrance Examinations, which is generally held in January, please contact the
National Center for University Entrance Examinations directly.

The application period for the examination given by the faculty is generally in late-January, with the exam held in February. Please contact the Admissions
Office for updates, since the details of the examination may change every year.

[Special Selection for privately financed international students]

The Faculties of Economics, Pharmaceutical Sciences, Engineering, and Agriculture have independent selection processes for privately financed international
applicants. In order to qualify for the special selection, the applicants must take the Examination for Japanese University Admission for International Students
(EJU) set by the Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO) and TOEFL, and then meet the standards established by the respective faculties.

For the special selection, the earliest application period is generally at the beginning of January and the exam is given in late January. Please contact the
relevant administration offices for updated information, since the details may change every year.

[Third Year Admission]
The Faculties of Education, Law, Economics, and Medicine (Human Health Sciences only) accept international applicants in the third year of their
undergraduate programs. Please contact the relevant admissions office for details.

[Admission of a person with a bachelor’s degree]

The Faculty of Letters accepts international applicants with a bachelor's degree (including those who will have graduated by the time of entrance to Kyoto
University). However, the Faculties of Integrated Human Studies, Science, and Engineering hold entrance examinations for international applicants with Kyoto
University's bachelor's degrees (including those who will have graduated by the time of entrance to Kyoto University).

The application deadlines and the test schedules for entrance
examinations vary among graduate schools.

B Awarding of Degrees
[Master’s Program]

A Master’s degree is awarded to those who successfully complete two or
more years of required course work and research, pass the examination,
and have their thesis accepted.

[Professional Degree Program (Other than Law School)]
A professional degree is awarded to those who successfully complete
two or more years of required course work.

[Professional Degree Program (Law School)]

A Juris Doctor (professional degree) is awarded to those who
successfully complete three or more years of required course work at Law
School.

[Doctoral Program]

A doctoral degree is awarded to those who successfully complete three
or more years of required course work and research, pass the examination,
and have their thesis accepted.

[Doctoral Program of the Graduate School of Medicine]

A doctoral degree of medicine is awarded to those who successfully
complete four or more years of required course work and research, pass
the examination, and have their thesis accepted.

[The Five-Year Doctoral Program of the Graduate School of Asian and
African Area Studies]

A doctoral degree of Area Studies is awarded to those who successfully
complete five or more years of required course work and research, pass
the examination, and have their thesis accepted.

After this, the applicant must
submit an admission form and the necessary documents.

Research students are not eligible for degrees. For further information,
please direct your inquiries to the relevant administration offices.

Exchange Students

International students, whose institutions have a student exchange
agreement with Kyoto University, may be admitted as exchange students at a
maximum of one year. Such applications are processed through student
exchange program staff of both Kyoto University and the partner university.
Direct application to Kyoto University by the candidate will not be accepted.

O University Recommendation
For University Recommendation, Kyoto University screens the applications of
research students whose institutions have a student exchange agreement with
Kyoto University, and recommends them to the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT).

O Domestic Selection
Domestic Selection is available only to privately financed students currently
studying at a university in Japan. To be eligible to apply, a student must meet one
of the following criteria: 1) the student is currently enrolled in an undergraduate
program and is expected to be enrolled in the final year of the same program on
the forthcoming April 1%, 2) the student is currently enrolled in an undergraduate
program, or is currently studying as a research student, and is expected to be
enrolled in a graduate degree (Master’s or Doctoral) program on the forthcoming
April 1%t 3) the student is currently enrolled in a graduate degree (Master’s or
Doctoral). Please ask for details at the administration office of your faculty or
graduate school.

Bl Foreign Government Scholarship
There are also international students on foreign government scholarships at

Kyoto University. Currently, students from the countries of Malaysia, Indonesia,
Thailand, Singapore, the United Arab Emirates and Kuwait are receiving such
scholarships. For further information, contact the appropriate agency in your
country.

Bl Honors Scholarship
Privately financed international students currently studying at a university in

Japan are eligible to apply for an Honors Scholarship which JASSO offers to help
them with their academic work and research in Japan. As of April 2009, selected
undergraduate students receive ¥48,000 per month while graduate students
receive ¥65,000 per month.

Il International Student Scholarship for Short-Term Study in Japan
International students who are accepted by a Japanese university under a

student exchange agreement between the Japanese host university and their home
university abroad are eligible to apply for JASSO International Student Scholarship
for Short-Term Study in Japan. As of April 2009, the scholarship includes a monthly
stipend of ¥80,000, and one-time arrival allowance of ¥150,000.

The application should be made through exchange program coordinator of the
student’s university to Foreign Student Division of Kyoto University. Direct
application from students to either Kyoto University or JASSO will not be accepted.

B Scholarships from Private Foundations
The application process for scholarships from private foundations varies. Some

can be made directly by the individual, and some must be made through the
applicant's university.

Every year, Kyoto University selects and recommends candidates to about 50
institutions for international scholarships following their admission to the university.
(Each organization normally offers a scholarship of between ¥30,000 and ¥180,000
per month to one or two students.) Students who wish to apply for these
scholarships are advised to regularly check the bulletin boards etc. of their faculties
or graduate schools for announcements. The notice and interview are usually in
Japanese.

IV Financial Matters
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Living Expenses

Although the cost of living varies depending on factors such as housing
expenditure and food budget, the average living expenses for international
students in the Kyoto and Osaka area are ¥134,000 per month according to
"Student Guide to Japan 2008-2009", published by the Japan Student
Services Organization (JASSO).

Kyoto University International Houses

Kyoto University has three accommodation facilities for international
students, known as International Houses, located at Shugakuin, Uji and
Ohbaku. The move-in period for Kyoto University International Houses is
April and October. International students who are coming to Japan for the
first time, and who will enroll at Kyoto University within a year of their arrival
are eligible to apply. The application periods are January and July (three
months prior to move-in). The tenancy period is either one year or one half
year, and in either case may not be extended.

To apply, please contact the administration office of your faculty or
graduate school as soon as you receive a certificate or notification of
acceptance to Kyoto University.

Apartments

To look for apartments, international students are advised to go to the
Kyoto University CO-OP or real estate agencies after their arrival in Japan.

Rents vary according to factors such as location, room size, facilities. The
following is an example of an ordinary apartment in Kyoto. In general, rooms
are not furnished.

From ¥45,000 and up per month
In addition to rent, it is customary in Japan to pay other fees such as a
key money, deposit and introduction fee, requiring an up-front payment of
several months' rent when signing a lease. You will also need a person to act
as your guarantor.

The number of rooms available and length of tenancy of Kyoto
University International Houses is limited. International students are also
eligible to apply for accommodation in public housing and student
dormitories (open to domestic and international students). Many
international students choose to live in private housing such as private

apartments.

Japanese Language Courses
at the International Center

Kyoto University offers an Intensive Japanese Language Course to
Monbukagakusho Scholarship Students, and supplemental Japanese
language classes to international students and researchers at Kyoto
University.

The fifteen-week supplementary Japanese courses start in April and
October. The registration begins late-March and late-September respectively at
the administration office of the faculty and graduate school and the Foreign
Student Division.

These Japanese language classes are non-credited except for exchange
students. Unlike B8543} (Ryugakusei Bekka), it is not possible to enroll only
for the Japanese classes. There are no intensive summer Japanese language
classes.

The Japanese language classes at the International Center are not open
to students' family members. If international students and their family
members wish to study off-campus, in addition to private Japanese
language schools, the websites below may be a useful reference.

International Student Tutor System

The tutor system for international students aims to assist regular (degree-
seeking) students and some non-regular (non degree-seeking) students,
based on a recommendation from their supervisors. Tutors are generally
graduate students selected from the graduate school to which the
international student belongs. For details, please enquire at the relevant
administration office after enrollment.

V Living Expenses * Housing * Support
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Temporary Visitor Visa for Entrance Exams

In order for international applicants to enter Japan to sit Kyoto University
entrance exams, applicants must obtain a Temporary Visitor's Visa
(Tankitaizai) through the Japanese diplomatic mission in their country.
Temporary visitors are not allowed to engage in any paid activities.

College Student Visas

B Those who are relocating from overseas
Successful candidates must obtain a College Student (Ryugaku) Visa
through the Japanese diplomatic mission in their country by presenting a
certificate or notification of acceptance from Kyoto University, a valid
passport and other relevant documents.
In order to receive a visa, you may need to submit evidence that you have
sufficient funds to support yourself during your stay in Japan.

B Those who are already in Japan

Successful candidates who are already in Japan with a resident status
other than College Student (Ryugaku) must change their current resident
status (for example Temporary Visitor [ Tankitaizai] or Student [Shugaku]) to
College Student (Ryugaku).

Extending the Period of Status of Residence

The duration of “College Student” residence status is one year or two
years. If students with “College Student” status wish to stay after the
expiration date, they must go to the immigration office and apply for the
extension of the period of stay in advance.

Applications are accepted two months prior to the current period’s
expiration date at the regional immigration office. Applicants must also go to
the City/Ward Office within 14 days of extension to report the change and
update their Foreign Resident Registration Card.

Foreign Resident Registration

All foreign nationals who intend to stay in Japan for more than 90 days
must register themselves at the local municipal office within 90 days of their
date of entry. Foreign residents must carry the Foreign Resident Registration
Card at all times.

National Health Insurance

All residents of Japan must be enrolled in a medical insurance program.
Foreign residents who intend to stay in Japan for one year or more must
enroll in Japanese public medical insurance program. For students whose
stay in Japan is less than one year, but have “College Student” resident
status, it is optional but highly recommended to join in National Health
Insurance (NHI). Students with a “Temporary Visitor’s Visa ( Tankitaizai)” are
highly recommended to buy insurance such as travel insurance before
coming to Japan since they are not eligible for NHI.

Applications are accepted at the City/Ward Office Health Insurance
Department after completing the Foreign Resident Registration. Subscribers
need only pay 30% of medical costs upon presentation of their National
Health Insurance Card at the hospital reception prior to receiving treatment.
The insurance premium varies depending on individual circumstances such
as the number of their family members. The yearly fee is approximately
¥18,000 for unmarried international students living in Kyoto City.

Short Leave from Japan and Re-entry

International students temporarily leaving Japan to visit their home
countries or travel to other countries, even for short period, must complete
the following procedures.

(® Obtain permission from their academic advisor
@ Report to their faculty/graduate school office
@ Obtain a “re-entry permit” at the immigration office

It may take more than a month to complete the formalities for re-entry if

international students leave Japan without the re-entry permit.

Working Permission

International students are allowed to have a part-time job provided they
receive permission in advance from both their school and the immigration
office.

They must follow the terms below.

(@ The part-time job must not interfere with academic work.

@ The weekly working hours must not exceed 28 hours for regular
students or those working on research with their academic advisor, or
14 hours for auditors (8 hours a day during long vacations in either
case)

(® The job must not affect public order and morals (for example, sex-
related industry employment is forbidden).

Working without permission will incur a penalty.

Japanese Language Ability

Most classes at Kyoto University are taught in Japanese, unless specified
otherwise. Those who wish to enroll in an undergraduate program or a
master's program must have sufficient proficiency in Japanese upon
entering the University.

Correspondence with the administration offices is usually in Japanese. For
daily living outside the university, it is necessary for international students to
have adequate Japanese language ability to meet their needs.

Although Kyoto University offers non-credited, supplementary Japanese
language classes to international students and scholars at Kyoto University,
there is no faculty of Japanese language.
